DECISION BY THE QUASI-JUDICIAL STANDING COMMITTEE ON APPEAL NOTICE -  Appeal Notice – V. W. W., 11344 – 85 Street, Edmonton – Order Issued Pursuant to Section 546(1)(c) of the Municipal Government Act 
In dealing with this appeal, the Quasi-Judicial Standing Committee heard from Ms. M. L., agent for V. W. W., Appellant; R. G., Parkdale/Cromdale Community League;
M. G.; and Mr. M. L., interested parties; and J. Wilson, Planning and Development Department. Photographs of the subject property taken by Administration on November 8, 2006, and February 12, 2007, were also reviewed.

On behalf of the Committee, Councillor D. Thiele stated: “In dealing with the appeal of an Order to V. W. W., 11344 – 85 Street, Edmonton, the Quasi-Judicial Standing Committee has considered the following evidence:

·   We have heard from Ms. M. L., agent for V. W. W., Appellant.

·   We have heard from Administration, J. Wilson.

·   We have heard from interested parties R. G., Parkdale/Cromdale 
  Community League; M. G.; and Mr. M. L.
·   We have viewed a petition containing 35 signatures.
· We have viewed photos of the property taken on July 19, 1992, as submitted by
M. G.  

· We have viewed photos of the property taken this morning, February 12, 2007.
· We have also viewed photos of the property taken on November 8, 2006.

· We considered the objection by Ms. M. L. that Councillor T. Cavanagh was biased towards the outcome of the Appeal.

Notwithstanding the objection by Ms. M. L. that Councillor T. Cavanagh was biased towards the outcome of the Appeal, the Committee found that there was no bias, and proceeded to hear the appeal with the current members.

Based on the evidence presented, the Committee finds the property to be in an untidy and unsightly condition and therefore moves to uphold the Order issued pursuant to Section 546(1)(c) of the Municipal Government Act, dated November 16, 2006.”

The Appellant is therefore ordered to:

Remove all wrecked/unregistered/uninsured vehicles, debris and construction material from the back of all vehicles and trailers, tarps, metal, pipe, wood, cardboard, windows, construction material, and all other debris and loose litter from the entire property.  
And thereafter maintain the property to prevent the reoccurrence of any unsightly condition detrimental to the surrounding area.
