	The City of Edmonton is in the process of building a number of high-performing LEED-Certified public buildings: 

1. These buildings are expected to be more energy efficient than typical buildings: what was the estimated additional capital cost of constructing the buildings to the high-performing standard, and what is the estimated payback period for the cost of upgrades as a function of energy cost savings?

2. Some studies have indicated that there are reductions in absenteeism as well as general productivity gains for 'green' building-housed workforces; have we measured or do we plan to measure any of these outcomes in our high-performing buildings and, if so, what are our results so far?

3. What action is Administration taking to upgrade our existing building stock to higher-performing standards, and is there any policy in place regarding building performance standards where we lease space from a third party?

4. Is Administration aware of the 'Living Building' Challenge' and the 'Architecture 2030' challenge and are either under consideration as long term goals for our public buildings?
