Report Summary

· The following report seeks Council’s endorsement of two sets of principles; one set specific to Telecommunication Service Providers/Broadcasting Undertakings the other set general, on the Use and Occupation of Municipal Rights of Way.

Report

· In 1994, FCM struck a National Technical Subcommittee to address the potential impact on its members of increased competition in the provision of telecommunications and broadcasting services.

· In 1997 the FCM’s Big City Mayors Caucus endorsed the first set of principles on the Use and Occupation of Municipal Rights of Way by Telecommunications Companies.

· On September 11, 1999 FCM’s National Board of Directors approved an amended set of principles specific to the Use and Occupation of Municipal Rights of Way by Telecommunications Service Providers/Broadcasting Undertakings and an additional set of “General Principles of Right of Way Management”.

Justification of Recommendation

· Council’s endorsement of the specific and general principles on the Use and Occupation of Municipal Rights of Way encourages national consistency in the management of these municipal assets.

· Council’s endorsement also supports the Administration’s Rights of Way Management Agreements that have been based on these principles.
