The James Rutherford House as a Municipal Historic Resource


	Recommendation:
That Executive Committee recommend to City Council:
1. That a Notice of Intention to Designate a Municipal Historic Resource, as outlined in Attachment 1 of the February 9, 2009, Planning and Development Department report 2009PLU108 be served to the owner of the property occupied by the James Rutherford House located at 11701 - 96 Street NW, in accordance with Section 26 of the Historical Resources Act.
2. That the funding of $36,236.87 for this project be provided from the Heritage Reserve Fund (#174101).


Report Summary

The action recommended in this report initiates the process of designating a heritage building at the owner’s request as a Municipal Historic Resource in accordance with the Alberta Historical Resources Act.
Report
· The James Rutherford House is on the Inventory of Historic Resources in Edmonton and merits designation under City Policy
C-450B - “A Policy to Encourage the Designation and Rehabilitation of Municipal Historic Resources in Edmonton.”
· The property is currently owned by Conrad Murphy who has requested that the property be designated as a Municipal Historic Resource.

· On January 16, 2009, the owner completed the application requirements to have the James Rutherford House designated as a Municipal Historic Resource under the provisions of City Policy C-450B.

· Any future restoration or renovation will meet the Standards and Guidelines for the Conservation of Historic Places in Canada.
 Policy

· The Municipal Historic Resource Designation of the James Rutherford House complies with and advances the goals of City Policy C-450B.
Budget/Financial Implications

· Upon completion of the project phases as outlined in Attachment 5, the owner will be paid up to $36,235.87 as a rehabilitation incentive from the Heritage Reserve Fund (#174101).  This funding scheme is based on 50% of the total cost of restoration work.
· Should the owner receive funding from the Alberta Historic Resources Foundation for restoration work, the owner will only receive up to 33% ($24,157.25) of the allocated funding from the Historic Resource Management Program.

· The total cost for the restoration work is $72,471.74 while the budget for renovating the entire house is much higher as the owner is completing additional work not covered under the Historic Resource Management Program (ie. Electrical, plumbing).
	Justification of Recommendation

3. Issuance of a Notice of Intention to Designate and subsequent approval of the designation bylaw will give Administration the authority to ensure that the building is restored and maintained in accordance with sound principles of conservation.
4. Rehabilitation Incentive funds will be Internal Order #174101 - Heritage Reserve Fund.

Recommendation
The James Rutherford House is recommended for designation as a Municipal Historic Resource because of its historical and architectural significance.

Architectural History:

Style/Type
This house is a one storey clinker brick house built in 1927 with Craftsman influences.

Design

This building is a modest single-storey clinker brick residence with an intersecting gabled hip roof.  The house is significant for its use of clinker brick.  Clinker bricks were not desired in building construction for many years as they were over fired, burnt and misshapen.  In most cases the clinker bricks were discarded, but in the 1920s the bricks became valued for their unique appearance and design enhancing capability.  This home employs clinker bricks on the exterior, an unusual and increasingly rare material found in Edmonton homes.

The house features large windows on its west façade with decorative brick sills and lintels.  All windows on the front facade are single hung wood framed windows with decorative vertical and horizontal mullions.  Windows on the sides are both single hung and small casement windows.  The house also features influences of the Craftsman Style popular in Edmonton during this period.  Some of these features include the exposed rafter tails and the intersecting gable roof.

Construction
This house is brick construction with a concrete foundation.

Historical Information
The James Rutherford House is historically significant for its association with the development of Alberta Avenue neighbourhood.  This house is indicative of the modest home of a local business owner who operated on 118 Avenue during this period.

James Rutherford was the home’s first owner.  Rutherford was the owner of a local hardware store at 9574 - 118 Avenue NW, a major commercial intersection in the area and only a few blocks from his home.  Rutherford operated the hardware store and lived in the house from its construction in 1927 until 1935.  As a local merchant, Rutherford would have been an important local resident, especially during the Depression when the kindness and generosity of local merchants helped many to survive.

Context
Site

The James Rutherford House is located on the northeast corner lot at 96 Street and 117 Avenue NW.  The main entrance to the home is on 117 Avenue.

Neighbourhood

This house is located in the Alberta Avenue Neighbourhood and was identified through the Alberta Avenue Heritage Inventory.  The name Alberta Avenue first came into use in 1904, shortly before Alberta became a province.  The name is derived from the wife of the Marquess of Lorne, Governor General for Canada, from 1878 to 1883.  Her name was HRH Princess Louise Caroline Alberta and she was the fourth daughter of Queen Victoria.
