Purpose
The purpose of this Bylaw is to adopt a new electoral and Councillor structure, with 12 wards represented by one Councillor each.
Readings

Bylaw 15142 is ready for first reading.

Advertising and Signing

This Bylaw must be advertised prior to second reading.

Report Summary

Bylaw 15142 is before Council to review the proposed maps. If Council agrees that these are the maps that should go out for public consultation, then Council should give first reading to the bylaw. 

Previous Council/Committee Action

At the February 17, 2009, City Council meeting, the following motion was passed:

That the Motion on the Floor and Bylaw 15142 be referred back to Administration to amend Schedule A of Bylaw 15142 to show boundaries for 12 wards, that comply with City Policy C469A, and to return to the April 15, 2009, City Council meeting with a revised bylaw for first reading and a public consultation plan.
Report

1. Bylaw 15142 with Schedule A (12- ward option) is attached as Attachment 1 of this report. The City map shows the 12-ward option and each ward’s boundaries are further described in the maps that follow the City map.

2. The 12-ward option is further explained in Attachment 2 Ward Details.  Attachment 2 lists the population and electors associated with each ward.   Attachment 2 also includes the neighbourhoods associated with each proposed ward
3. The 12-ward map option results in the following:

· Population variance:  59,321 to 65,502 (-5.4% to 4.5%) – this complies with current policy
+/-25%

· Elector variance: 33,676 to 44,808   (-16% to +11.8%) – this complies with current policy
+/-25%.   

· Future Growth:  No potential issues for any identified growth areas of the City.  Growth areas have been identified as the south, west corridor, north and downtown area of the City.  Population deviations for these wards are: Ward 1 (2.8%), Ward 2 (4.5%), Ward 4 (3.5%), Ward 6 (0.1%) Ward 8 (3.4%), Ward 10  (-3.1%) and Ward 12 (-1.7%).

· Community League boundaries infringed:  Knottwood and Millhurst community leagues cross Anthony Henday (Wards 11 and 12).   Two community leagues (Summerside and Ellerslie) are being proposed for the area south of the Anthony Henday, which will return Knottwood and Millhurst to their original areas north of the Anthony Henday.   Community League boundaries will then be honoured.   Creek beds are divided to adhere to current community league boundaries, which are divided at the low point of the creek bed.  Calgary Trail/Gateway Boulevard Corridor divides the CP Rail right of way between Wards 10 and 11.
· Easily Identifiable boundaries

a. River crossed:  with the exception of the SE corner of Ward 4, no wards cross the river.
b. Major arterials used: St. Albert Trail, Anthony Henday Drive, Yellowhead Trail, Calgary Trail, 82 Street, 66 Street, and Stony Plain Road.
c. Natural boundaries:  Whitemud/Blackmud Creek system used as a boundary.

d. Neighbourhood boundaries crossed:  No neighbourhoods with populations greater than 50 have been crossed. Five less than 50 population neighbourhoods required allocation to one ward even though they are associated with more than one ward. These areas were allocated as follows: Rural North East North Sturgeon into Ward 4, River Valley Capitol Hill into Ward 1, Rural North West into Ward 2, River Valley Whitemud into Ward 10, and Mill Creek into Ward 8.
Policy

1. The Bylaw complies with Ward Boundary Design Policy C469A.
2. The public consultation plan complies with Public Involvement Policy C513.
Focus Area

Liveability: Participation
Public Consultation

· Policy C469A requires that all ward boundary changes be presented to the School Boards and the Edmonton Federation of Community Leagues.

-
In addition to the required written presentation of the ward boundary reports, Administration will offer to make a presentation to the Edmonton Public and Catholic School Boards and the Edmonton Federation of Community Leagues.

-
In addition, if any specific community league group or local interest group requests a presentation, Administration will make every effort to accommodate the request.

-
Policy C513 Public Involvement – a policy which commits to engage people in decisions that impact them – will be used.

· A two-part response survey will be conducted

-
A large advertisement will be placed in the local newspapers to inform residents of the proposed ward boundaries.  Shortly after the advertisement, a telephone survey will be conducted and two focus groups will be held to record reactions to the proposed ward boundaries.
-
The telephone survey will be conducted using 400 randomly selected residents. The survey will have fixed responses and a single opportunity for comments.

-
The two focus groups of 15 members each will be brought together to obtain responses to the City boundary map and the individual maps.
-
In addition to the two-part response survey, there will be a website where residents can provide their written responses to the proposed ward boundaries.  The website will include maps, previous Council reports, related policies and specific questions to answer, as well as a comment section.
Legal Implications

The Municipal Government Act (MGA) permits Council to establish the number of Councillors, divide the City of Edmonton into and specify the number of wards, and specify the number of Councillors to represent each ward.  Bylaw 15142 (Attachment 1) must be advertised (sections 144 and 149 of the MGA) prior to second reading, and it must be passed at least 180 days prior to a general election in order to take effect for that election.
