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Community Services Advisory Board 2009 Community Investment Operating Grant Award Recommendations


	Recommendation:

That Community Services Committee recommend to City Council: 

That the 2009 Community Investment Operating Grant recommendations, outlined in Attachment 1 of the March 24, 2009, Community Services Advisory Board report 2009CAAB01, be approved.


Report Summary

The recommendations in this report provide for the awarding of $2,380,445 for 2009 Community Investment Operating Grants to Social Service, Recreation/Amateur Sport and Multicultural organizations. This funding is provided under the City of Edmonton Community Investment Grants to Organizations and Individuals, Bylaw 14157 and City Policy C211F.
Report
Volunteer Review Input
· The Community Services Advisory Board (CSAB) appointed the Community Investment Grant Committee and four Grant Review Subcommittees to provide advice to the Board regarding the 2009 Community Investment Operating Grant (CIOG) awards.

· Individuals from the Community applied and were selected to participate on grant review committees based upon their knowledge in the sectors and previous community involvement. (See Attachment #2)
· The four Grant Review Subcommittees were specific to each sector and consisted of two subcommittees for social services (due to the large number of applicants in this sector), one subcommittee for recreation/amateur sports, and one subcommittee for multicultural.
· The Grant Review Subcommittees reviewed all applications in a manner consistent with Bylaw 14157 and City Policy C211F, Community Investment Grants to Organizations and Individuals. They were also reviewed in accordance with the 2008-2010 Program Priorities and Guidelines that were established by the CSAB and had been approved by City Council on July 3, 2007.
· The CSAB endorsed the initial 2009 recommendations of the Grant Review Committee at its meeting on February 24, 2009.
Appeals Process

· Organizations that were not satisfied with their 2009 recommendation were given an opportunity to appeal to the CSAB. A total of six organizations made submissions to appeal their 2009 grant recommendation. 

· The CSAB struck an Appeal Committee to review the appellants’ original applications and their appeal letters. The applications and appeal information were evaluated based on Bylaw 14157, Policy C211F and the appeal criteria prescribed in the 2008-2010 Program Priorities and Guidelines.
· Of the six appeals, two have been subsequently recommended for funding, for an amount totalling $20,936. The CSAB endorsed the recommendations of the Appeals Committee at its meeting of March 19, 2009.

System for Allocating Funds

· A proportional funding model is used to distribute the limited dollars available equitably amongst similar sized organizations. The shared pot of funds in 2009 is $2,380,445.
· A mathematical formula is used which takes the following variables into account in the calculation to receive a proportional award based upon;

1. The amount of funds available,
2. Number of organizations applying,
3. The size of the operating expenditures of each organization applying,
4. The merit of each organization in meeting the program priorities and guidelines.

· Any change in any one of these four variables impact the grant award groups received from the previous year.

Managing Growth Pressures

· The average dollar amount of grant awarded has incrementally increased over the past six years; however in 2009 no significant additional funds were imputed to the grant program.
· The number of groups being recommended for funding in the 2009 CIOG Program has increased by 12% compared to 2008.
· In order to address the growth in the 2009 CIOG program, CSAB took action to reduce the maximum grant award amount from $20,000 to $19,250.

· This represents a 3.8% reduction in funding to all groups that would have historically received the maximum grant award of $20,000.

· The impact of keeping the maximum award at $20,000 resulted in significant reductions for many mid-sized and smaller organizations in the CIOG Program. Some groups observed between a ten to fifty percent reduction from 2008 funding levels. Essentially returning some groups to 2007 funding levels.

Summary and Analysis

· A summary of the recommendations for the awarding of the 2009 Community Investment Operating Grant is outlined in Attachment 1. 

· A further description of the review and appeal process is outlined in Attachment 2.  
· The specific Program Priorities and Guidelines used to review the applications are provided in Attachment 3.

· Comparative summaries that represent the three sectors within the CIOG program are included in Attachment 4. These summaries demonstrate the increasing demand on the limited resources that are available in the CIOG program. In 2009, the grant amount awarded will cover an average 8.7% of groups’ eligible operating costs.
Policy

· Bylaw 14157 delegates the CSAB the authority for reviewing applications from applicants providing Social Services, Recreation/Amateur Sport and Multicultural programs and services and forwarding funding recommendations for grant awards to Community Services Committee and City Council.

· City Policy C211F, Community Investment Grants to Organizations and Individuals as well as the Program Priorities and Guidelines provides the basis to review the applications and form recommendations.

· City Policy C211F provides CSAB the basis to review applications and set yearly maximum and minimum grant award amounts.

Focus Area

· This report focuses on the Social and Cultural strategic outcome area.

· Of the three specific focus areas outlined under Social and Cultural; the major focus area this report can be  aligned to is Vibrant Communities - Encouraging recreational, cultural, artistic and entertainment opportunities for all residents.
Budget/Financial Implications

· The 2009 CIOG award recommendations of the CSAB are in accordance with the criteria prescribed in City Policy C211F and is within the 2009 approved Community Services Department budget.

Community Investment Operating Grant – 2009 Overview.

THE 2009 REVIEW PROCESS

In 2007 The Community Services Advisory Board (CSAB) undertook a review of the program priorities and guidelines and process used in the deliberation of Community Investment Operating Grant awards and put forward recommendations on the program priorities and guidelines to be used for 2008-2010.  These program priorities and guidelines were communicated to applicants through the application guide and workshops conducted for this year’s program.

· All applicants were required to complete the same application form so all applications could be evaluated fairly and consistently.

· The CSAB appointed a four-member Community Investment Grant Committee and each member chaired one of the Grant Review Subcommittees.  The CSAB and Community Investment Grant Committee recruited and approved the selection of the twelve volunteers from the community, for the four Grant Review Subcommittees.  These four Grant Review Subcommittees conducted the review and evaluation of applications using the approved program priorities and guidelines. The Subcommittees were provided with an orientation to the program in December and conducted their review of applications from their respective sectors during the latter month of December and most of the month of January.  It is estimated that approximately 826 volunteer hours or more went into the review of this year’s grant applications.

· The Community Investment Grant Committee met to review the ratings and ranking of the applicants as put forward by the Grant Review Subcommittees.  The Community Investment Grant Committee then developed funding recommendations utilizing a proportional funding model that takes into consideration the scores of the applicants, maximum eligible expenses, and the overall budget available for the program, and number of applicants.  This formula was applied across all applicants resulting in organizations with like scores and expenses receiving similar grant awards.

· An integrated approach was used in the distribution of the recommended funds.  The Board did not segregate funding based on a particular constituency given that a number of organizations provide services to all three sectors and that all were evaluated on the same program priorities and guidelines.

· Of the 221 applicants, two did not meet the grant eligibility requirements of Bylaw 14157 and therefore they were not eligible for review, leaving the total number of applicants eligible for review at 219.  These 219 organizations had eligible operating expenses of over $27 million, with grant requests exceeding $3.6 million. The approved City Council budget (funding recommendations and appeals) for this program in 2009 is $2,380,445.
· Of the 219 eligible applicants, 189 are being recommended for funding and 30 not recommended for funding.

· Of the thirty (30) applicants that are not recommended for funding: eleven (11) organizations primary mandate do not meet the criteria outlined in the grant program; four (4) have more than one year operating funds available, two (2) have operating expenses exceeding $2 million, two (2) have a low percentage of Edmontonians involved with their program, and the remaining eleven (11) were not recommended for funding for a variety of reasons. These included incomplete applications, organizations not demonstrating sound financial and governance practices, etc.
· There were fifty-two new applicants that applied in 2009. Thirty-one of the new applicants were recommended for funding.
· Organizations not satisfied with their 2009 Community Investment Operating grant recommendations are given limited opportunity to appeal to the Community Services Advisory Board in accordance with City Policy C211F.

· Appellants must submit the following information in support of an appeal:

· the grounds of the appeal – e.g. what information they believed was not taken into consideration during the deliberation of their grant application or error in assessment; and

· the specific impact that a 2009 Community Investment Operating Grant recommendation would have on the ability of the organization to provide programs and services.

· The Community Services Advisory Board struck an Appeal Committee to review the appellant’s original application and appeal letter.
· A total of six requests for appeal were submitted. Following the appeal process, two organizations were recommended for funding.
Community Investment Operating Grant – 2008-2010 Program Priorities & Guidelines
The purpose of the Community Investment Operating Grant Program is to provide limited operating assistance to not-for-profit organizations of Edmonton whose programs or services result in benefits to the citizens of Edmonton.  Given the limited dollars available to distribute through this program, the Community Services Advisory Board (CSAB) has developed these “Program Priorities and Guidelines” to provide meaningful grant awards to those organizations meeting the greatest need for the citizens of Edmonton.

The Program Priorities and Guidelines are consistent with, and constitute an extension of, the Eligibility Criteria identified in Bylaw 14157 and Guidelines identified in City Policy C211F.  Grant awards will be recommended based on the evaluation of how well the organization demonstrates the Program Priorities and Guidelines.
In 2007, the Program Priorities and Guidelines were reviewed and modifications were made as identified through the public consultation process. Changes were made to three of the priorities to help clarify the intent. 

At the May 22, 2007 meeting, the Community Services Advisory Board recommended the approval of the 2008-2010 Community Investment Operating Grant Program Priorities and Guidelines.  City Council passed the recommendation at their July 3, 2007 meeting.
Program Priorities

Priority will be given to those organizations that exemplify the following Program Priorities:

1. Organizations that are actively encouraging Edmontonians to be involved in their programs/services.

Organizations are recognized for promoting, making aware, encouraging, and actively seeking out citizens to become involved or stay involved in their programs/services as participants and/or volunteers. 
2. Organizations that are providing direct ongoing Social Services, Multicultural or Recreation/Amateur Sport community-based programs/services that benefit Edmontonians.

These direct programs/services are identified as those that meet community needs and benefit participants. The organization must demonstrate its programs/services are guided by a planning process with some form of measured results and/or outcomes. 

3. Organizations that are enriching and/or enhancing the lives of Edmontonians through their direct programs/services.
The activities delivered through the direct programs/services provide the participants/volunteers the opportunity to develop, enhance or build on existing skills and acquire new skills and/or abilities.
4. Organizations that are addressing new and emerging issues in the community as relevant to their organization’s mandate, purpose or mission.

The organization identifies new and emerging issues in the community as relevant to their organization’s mandate, purpose or mission.  This may include responding to those trends and issues and adapting the direct programs/services accordingly to better meet the needs of the community. 
5. Organizations that actively engage participants who often experience barriers to their ability to access programs and services.  
Barriers to participation may include: gender, ethnicity, culture, faith, age, literacy, language, abilities, income, and/or location.  This may be accomplished through the provision of direct programs/services to populations that have experienced these types of participation barriers. 
6. Organizations that are demonstrating initiative and success in generating diverse sources of revenue.

Organizations are encouraged to have more than one source of funding whereas multiple sustainable funding sources support fiscal stability and longevity. Sources of funds may include: membership fees, fee for service, fundraising activities/events, corporate sponsorship, grants etc. 
Program Guidelines

The following Guidelines will be considered when evaluating Applicants for the 2008-2010 Community Investment Operating Grant Program:

· Those Applicants that have more than one year of unrestricted operating cash reserve will not normally be considered for a Community Investment Operating Grant.

· Those Applicants where a maximum grant award represents less than 1% of their operating budget will not normally be considered for a Community Investment Operating Grant.

· Not-for-profit organizations with a provincial mandate, providing ongoing direct community-based programs/services for predominantly City of Edmonton residents may be considered for a Community Investment Operating Grant.

Given the services and targets provided in the application, the Board's analysis  is the organization provides services across the province, and is not directly focused on the City of Edmonton and therefore funding is not recommended.

Funding Recommendation:
That a 2009 Community Investment Operating Grant be awarded to the Little Bits Therapeutic Riding Association in the amount of $19,095
Organizations Objectives:
Little Bits Therapeutic Riding Association is a non-profit, charitable organization providing recreational horseback riding with therapeutic benefits for children and adults with disabilities. Each year, more than 130 riders benefit from our programs. We have programs for pre-school aged children (ltty Bits), children aged five and a half to 18 (Little Bits) and adults (Big Bits). Once a week, riders receive riding instruction by certified and experienced instructors assisted by a core of volunteers. The focus in on skill development, enjoyment and the unique therapeutic aspects of horseback riding.
REPORT:
The Community Services Advisory Board commends the Little Bits Therapeutic Riding Association on a well written application. The Board also commends the organization on directing funds toward a capital project that will benefit both the membership and the broader community. Keep up the good work.

REPORT:
The Community Services Advisory Board commends Little Warriors for bringing  the issue of child sexual abuse into the social consciousness. However, the grant program guidelines indicate " those Applicants with more than 1 year of unrestricted operating cash reserve will not normally be considered for a Community Investment Operating Grant. City Policy C211F states ".. an applicant that can accomplish an adequate level of activity without a grant, may not be recommended for a grant." Given the organizations reported assets, the Boards analysis is the applicant can accomplish an adequate level of activity without a grant, and funding is not recommended.
Appeals Report:
The Community Services Advisory Board in reviewing the appeal from the Little Warriors finds that the assessment from the initial recommendation of the subcommittee is valid. Therefore the appeal form the Little Warriors is denied. However the statements now demonstrate that the organization is in a deficit financial situation. The Eligibility Criteria of City Bylaw 14157 states "The Applicant demonstrates fiscal responsibility and is managed in a responsible manner." Given the representation of the information in the appeal the Board has concerns this organization is not meeting this criteria and therefore, funding is not recommended and the appeal is denied. REPORT:

The Board recommends the organization revisit the strategic plan and deveop measurable goals with timelines. Keep up the good work!

Organizations Objectives:
Special Olympics Alberta Association (SOAA) is a not-for-profit, charitable, multi-sport organization which provides year-round ongoing programs for over 500 individuals with intellectual disabilities. The 35 weekly sport programs are all coached by volunteers, who give countless hours to enhance the lives of the athletes. SOAA plans and participates in several special events during the year, both to raise funds to operate the programs, and to raise awareness of the public about the abilities of its athletes. Competitions, a natural next step from weekly practices, are an integral part of sport, and athletes may advance from local, to provincial, to national to world games.

City Policy C211F states ".. an applicant that can accomplish an adequate level of activity without a grant, may not be recommended for a grant." Given the organizations reported assets for the past year, the Boards analysis is the applicant can accomplish an adequate level of activity without a grant, and therefore  a grant is not recommended for 2009.

Our flag ship program Swim Gym is designed specifically for children 6 to 13 years of age. This is the age where athletic abilities such as balance, coordination, body awareness, spatial orientation, as well as physical strength and stamina are developed. During this period these general abilities are developed and successful participation in sport can continue for a lifetime. The Swim Gym program includes swimming lessons, diving instruction, gymnastics, trampoline, tumbling and fitness in a two hour weekly program and in a three hour component in our half and full day summer camps. Approximately one in ten Edmonton children participate in our Swim Gym program.
REPORT:
The Community Services Advisory Board commends the Sport for Every Child Club on a concise, well prepared application form. The Board recommends providing statistics on the number of low income families accessing the free and low-cost programming opportunities in future applications. Keep up the good work!

The Wecan Food Basket Society Newsletter increases member's knowledge of healthy eating by providing recipes and ideas on how to stretch a monthly food budget and on food safety. We have also provided a variety of cooking programs such as the Wecan Cook and collective kitchen programs. We are currently in the planning stages for a Mother and Child cooking program called Wee Can Cook.
REPORT:
The Community Services Advisory Board commends the Wecan Food Basket  Society on a well written application. The Board encourages continuing to develop programming, and increasing the number of depots in the community. The Board recommends the development of a strategic plan with measurable outcomes to guide the organization.
