Report Summary

This report describes over 90 initiatives that help implement “Edmonton City Council’s Vision for Social Well-Being and Quality of Life”. The report also provides selected “outcome” indicators relating to Edmonton’s well-being and quality of life.

Previous Council/Committee Action

At the Council meeting held on September 26, 2000, the following motion was passed:

1. “That Edmonton City Council’s Vision for Social Well-Being and Quality of Life be approved.

2. That the Vision Statement be brought forward to the first City Council meeting in January 2002 for review by the newly-elected City Council, with recommendations from the Administration regarding a review of the progress and any further steps that may be required.”

Report

· The attached Progress Report provides a general overview of the progress made on City Council’s Vision for Social Well-Being and Quality of Life. The Progress Report is comprised of two parts.

· Part 1 of the Progress Report describes over 90 initiatives that help implement City Council’s Vision for Social Well-Being and Quality of Life. All City departments, Edmonton Police Service and Edmonton Public Library submitted information for this part of the report. Some of the initiatives described in the report have been completed, while other initiatives are part of the ongoing work of the Administration.

· Part 2 of the Progress Report presents a range of indicators from the Federation of Canadian Municipalities’ “Quality of Life in Canadian Communities” project. The quality of life indicators track changes in the well-being and quality of life of Edmontonians and generally help determine if Council’s Vision remains in focus. The indicators are organized into eight measurement areas: population; affordability; employment; housing; stress; health; safety and participation.

· As this information report is reviewed, City Council may wish to consider the merits of integrating or co-ordinating the economic vision (“Vision for Economic Prosperity”) and the social vision (“Vision for Social Well-Being and Quality of Life”).
