Report Summary

The purpose of this report is to repeal policies that have been passed by City Council.  The policies contained in this report have become redundant, either through the passage of time, because of changing responsibilities and authorities or because they are reflected in various bylaws.

Report

Changes to the Municipal Government Act in 1995 introduced a new governance structure to the City of Edmonton.  Notably, Council passed the City Administration Bylaw, and numerous other bylaws and resolutions were amended or repealed to reflect the newly adopted “one employee” principle of governance. 

This, in turn, prompted a general review of bylaws, resolutions, and policies.  The fourth project under the Project Charter for Governance and Delegation of Authority dated March 13, 1998, required a review of Council and Administrative Policies to:

· ensure they accord to the “one employee” model of governance

· determine if they are current

· determine whether a policy is the appropriate vehicle for the delegations contained in them

· whether each policy should appropriately be approved by Council or the City Manager

· recommend changes to the format, content and procedures for policy.  

In January 2002 the responsibility for City Policies was assigned to the Office of the City Clerk and Corporate Services was assigned the responsibility for Administrative Directives.  In September 2002 Senior Management Team approved the procedure for reviewing City Policies.  In November 2002 each department appointed a member to the Policy Review Committee.  The  Policy Review Committee has reviewed every City policy.

The policies contained in this report are those which Administration has concluded are redundant either through changes in legislation, the passage of time, change in practices within Administration or changes to City operations.  These policies can be repealed.  Other redundant policies will be repealed when applicable bylaws, such as the Procedures and Committees Bylaw, are amended.  

As of May 6, 2004, there are 73 City Policies, as listed in Attachment 2.  Eleven are recommended for repeal.

The policies recommended for repeal, as per Attachment 1, have been reviewed by the Law Branch.

Justification of Recommendation

The policies recommended for repeal are those which Administration considers redundant.

As a result, the old policy relating to Utility Bill Relief Program is no longer required and should be repealed.

Rather, the Department provides courtesy parking meter passes (covered in the Traffic Bylaw Section 701(4) Parking Meter and Pay and Display Machine, Exemption Sticker) for out-of-town guests during the summer months in an effort to promote a positive public image.  These passes are distributed by the Tourist Information booth at the south city limits on Gateway Boulevard and at the information booth in the Shaw Convention Centre.

Work on rights of way is governed by OSCAM permits issued by Transportation and Streets Department and by the Traffic Bylaw 5590, Section 1306 Highway Construction Obstructions.  This policy is outdated and can be repealed.
