History

Work on bringing the Juno Awards to Edmonton started in June 2001.  Mayor Bill Smith invited Senator Tommy Banks and Minister of Community Development, Gene Zwozdesky to be involved in this initiative.

A community based bid committee was formed and dialogue with the Canadian Academy of Recording Arts and Sciences (CARAS) was initiated.  

In early 2003 negotiations with CARAS commenced.  On April 29, 2003 CARAS announced that Edmonton would be the 2004 host city.  On June 17, 2003, City Council approved the formation and the membership of the Edmonton 2004 Juno Local Organizing Committee. On December 9, 2003 the final agreement between CARAS and the City was signed.

Canadian Academy of Recording Arts and Sciences

CARAS was responsible to plan, promote and stage the events of Juno Weekend (April 2 to 4, 2004). These included:

1. Inaugural Juno Cup Hockey Game – Friday April 2 at the Agricom

2. Welcome Reception – Friday April 2 at City Hall

3. JUNOfest – Friday April 2  and Saturday April 3 at 14 venues

4. Juno FanFare – Saturday April 2 at West Edmonton Mall

5. Gala Awards and Dinner – Saturday April 3 at Shaw Conference Centre

6. Songwriters’ Circle – Sunday April 4 at Winspear Centre

7. Awards Show – Sunday April 4 at Rexall Place

Juno events were generally very well supported and received favourable reviews.  The attendance at the Awards Show was the highest ever at 16,000 and received wide spread national attention.

Local Organizing Committee

The Local Organizing Committee (LOC) was established as a temporary committee of City Council by Bylaw 13416 reporting to the Office of the City Manager.  The committee included both internal and external representatives as follows:

The LOC began meeting in July 2003.  An organizational chart and key subcommittee responsibilities are available upon request.  The role of the LOC was to liaise with CARAS in the planning of CARAS' events, to coordinate welcome and tourism initiatives, to assist with the planning and staging of JUNOfest and to organize events outside of the Juno Weekend that would create awareness of and excitement about the Juno Awards.  

Local initiatives included the decorating and programming at City Hall; musical entertainment at City Centre Mall; EPCOR kick off party, events in Old Strathcona, welcome activities and entertainment at Edmonton International airport, preparation and distribution of 1,500 welcome bags, distribution of event guides, coordination of volunteers, enhancing VIP transportation to the Sunday Awards Show and the placement of spotlights in the downtown area to focus on key events.

A number of community sponsors participated in local programming, including: EPCOR, Old Strathcona Business Association, Edmonton Airports, Edmonton Journal, Speedfast, Quikcard, CFRN, Sidetrack Café, Jubilee Auditorium, City Centre Mall, Urban Lounge, local radio and television stations, and the Downtown Business Association.  Participation was largely “in kind” and involved producing or hosting events, providing services at reduced or no cost and contributing products to the welcome bags.  The estimated value of sponsorship was $200,000.

The local organizing committee’s evaluation of its work on the Juno Awards is available upon request.

Financial

The rights fee to host the 2004 Juno Awards was $800,000.  This was paid by funding of $300,000 each from the Governments of Canada and Alberta, $175,000 value in kind from Rexall Place and $50,000 from the City of Edmonton.  These contributions totalled $825,000; the remaining $25,000 was provided to the local organizing committee for its activities and promotions. 

The City incurred direct and indirect costs of $198,000 on the Juno Awards.  City Council approved $115,000 in direct funding while the balance was provided by the administration. 

The estimated direct economic impact of hosting the Juno Awards in Edmonton was $4 million.
