Adjustment to City Boundary at St. Albert Trail.

Adjustment to City Boundary at St. Albert Trail



Recommendation:

That City Council approve the adjustment to the City Boundary at St. Albert Trail, as shown on Attachment 1.

Report Summary

· The City of St. Albert has requested that a portion of the St. Albert Trail right-of-way and the Transportation and Utility Corridor be separated from the City of Edmonton and annexed to St. Albert.  The adjacent lands on both sides are within the City of St. Albert’s boundary, and the proposed annexation will give St. Albert full jurisdictional control of access to these lands, including operation and maintenance of St. Albert Trail as well as the traffic control devices within the adjusted boundary.

Report

· The lands adjacent to the most northerly 300 meters of St. Albert Trail within the present City of Edmonton boundary are actually within the City of St. Albert.  Therefore the control and development of these lands falls under the jurisdiction of St. Albert, but the operation, maintenance and approval of access to St. Albert Trail falls under the jurisdiction of the City of Edmonton.

· The TUC lands themselves, are owned by the Province of Alberta.  Existing accesses across the TUC are in the process of being closed by the Province.

· Westfair Foods recently constructed a major food store on the north side of St. Albert Trail, within St. Albert.  This required the review and approval of new accesses and access modifications to St. Albert Trail, and the installation of a traffic signal on St. Albert Trail (at the expense of the developer) by the City of Edmonton.  As the new signal needed to be integrated with the St. Albert signal system, due to the short distance between this intersection and Hebert Road, a special agreement has been entered into to allow the City of St. Albert to be fully responsible for the design and operation of the signal.

· All operating and maintenance costs associated with this roadway are currently Edmonton’s, although the roadway provides no direct benefit to Edmonton residents in this area.

· Ultimately, as these lands lie north of the proposed Anthony Henday Drive – St. Albert Trail intersection (which will be owned by the Province), this would potentially create a isolated parcel which the City would be required to maintain.

Budget / Financial Implications

· The adjustment to the City boundary at St. Albert Trail will make the City of St. Albert fully responsible for all aspects of the operation and maintenance of this section of St. Albert Trail.

· The City of Edmonton will not receive any compensation for the lands to be annexed to St. Albert.

Legal Implications

· The proposed annexation is deemed a minor annexation, and can be effected by an Order in Council under Section 126 of the Municipal Government Act.

· The City of St. Albert will be responsible for making application to the Municipal Government Board.

Justification of Recommendation

· The adjustment to the City boundary at St. Albert Trail is a minor jurisdictional change and will ensure clarity in the responsibility for operating and maintaining this section of St. Albert Trail.
