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Biosolids Disposal to the Alberta Capital Region Wastewater Treatment Plant.



Recommendation:

That approval be given to enter into an agreement, acceptable to the City Solicitor as to form and the General Manager of Asset Management and Public Works as to content, with the Alberta Capital Region Wastewater Commission to provide biosolids management and disposal services to the Alberta Capital Region Wastewater Commission.

Report Summary

If approved, the City will incorporate biosolids from the Alberta Capital Region Wastewater Commission into the co-composting and Nutri-Gold programs for a period of ten (10) years at an estimated annual revenue of $700,000.

Report

The Wastewater Treatment Section of Drainage Services has been providing biosolids disposal services to the Alberta Capital Region Wastewater Commission since 1980.  The agreement between the City of Edmonton and the Alberta Capital Region Wastewater Commission to provide biosolids disposal services to the Alberta Capital Region Wastewater Treatment Plant expired on December 31, 2000.  A new agreement has been prepared accommodating both Nutri-Gold and Co-Composter biosolids disposal processes.

Summary of Agreement between The Alberta Capital Region Wastewater Commission and The City of Edmonton

· Purpose - to allow the Commission to dispose of the residue of its regional wastewater treatment (biosolids) at the Clover Bar Biosolids Recycling Facility or at the Co-Composter Facility.

· Term – January 1, 2001 to December 31, 2011 unless renewed by both parties in writing on terms and conditions to be negotiated at least 3 years prior to end of agreement.

· Biosolids Management Services – City will store, handle and dispose of the Commission’s biosolids either through the Nutri-Gold Program or at the Co-Composting Facility and will provide these services in a professional, competent and diligent manner.

· Commission’s Payment for Services –The Commission will pay the City for biosolids disposal, biosolids volume management, supernatant treatment, amortized capital cost, operating and maintenance cost and any additional services requested based on the actual cost with a percentage for administration.

· Commission’s Payment for Capital Projects - The City will finance the cost of capital projects that are required to handle biosolids and the Commission will pay it’s share through twenty five year amortization.  The Commission will pay for Capital projects that are required exclusively for Commission’s biosolids disposal during the remaining term of the agreement.  The City will get the prior approval of the Commission for such capital projects.

· Transporting Biosolids -The Commission is responsible for transporting biosolids to City facilities as directed by the City.

· Quality Guarantee of Biosolids - The Commission guarantees that the quality of biosolids delivered to the City will meet Provincial requirements with respect to land application under the Nutri-Gold program and will meet the metal target concentration limits required by the co-composter.  The Commission will provide metering, sampling and laboratory analysis of the biosolids on a monthly basis.

· Insurance – The City will provide appropriate insurance and name the Commission as an additional named insured.

· Indemnity – The Commission indemnifies the City from claims arising from biosolids that do not meet quality requirements and from negligent acts or omissions of the Commission.  The City indemnifies the Commission from any personal injury or property damage caused by negligence of the City.

· Fines – The City will be liable for fines or penalties arising from any error, omission or negligence in performance of its duties, except with respect to the indemnity which the Commission has given.

· Maintenance of Records - The City will maintain up-to-date financial records and will make them available to the Commission on request.

· Change of Circumstances – If the Agreement does not deal with or control a change in circumstance, either party may provide details of the change of circumstance and a proposal for a collateral agreement.  If the parties cannot agree on a collateral agreement, then the matter will be referred to arbitration.

· Alternate Dispute Resolution – The City and the Commissioner will negotiate any disputes and will use a mediator.  If these are unsuccessful, disputes will be settled by arbitration.

· Handling Unacceptable Biosolids – If the Commission’s biosolids are unacceptable in quality, the parties will work together to make every effort to ensure that the biosolids are acceptable. The Commission will treat this work as an additional service payable.

· Termination –Either party may terminate the agreement if there has been a material breach by the other that has not been corrected within 30 days.  If the Commission produces unacceptable biosolids and does not pay for their management, the City may terminate this Agreement on 30 days notice.

Legal Implications

· Execution of this agreement will obligate the City to provide biosolids disposal services to the Alberta Capital Region Wastewater Commission and Commission to pay for services for the term of the agreement.

Justification of Recommendation

· Approval of this agreement will enable the provision of these services in the most efficient manner and will continue to foster regional co-operation.
