Whereas, pursuant to section145 of the Municipal Government Act, Council may pass bylaws in relation to the establishment, functions, procedures and conduct of council committees;

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l1  \S 1 
The purpose of this bylaw is to establish the Edmonton 2004 Juno Committee and to prescribe powers, duties, functions, structure and procedures.

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l1 
In this bylaw, unless the context otherwise requires:

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
“Chair” means the person who has been appointed pursuant to section 6(3) as head of the Committee;
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
“City” means the municipal corporation of the City of Edmonton;
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
“City Manager” means the Chief Administrative Officer of the City within the meaning of the Municipal Government Act or his delegate;
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
“Committee” means the Edmonton 2004 Juno Committee; and
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
“Council” means the municipal council of the City of Edmonton.

PART  LISTNUM BYLAWLIST  \l 9  - ESTABLISHMENT AND FUNCTIONS

ESTABLISHMENT
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \L1 
The Edmonton 2004 Juno Committee is hereby established as a temporary committee of Council.

functions
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l1 
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 \s 1 
Subject to the provisions of this bylaw and all other City, Provincial, or Federal laws, the Committee will oversee the 2004 Juno program, and in particular will:

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
develop a draft Juno program plan for consideration and approval by Council before October 1, 2003; 
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
on behalf of the City, and with the approval of the City Manager, initiate and oversee fundraising activities for elements of the Juno program plan;

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
present to Council for consideration and approval before December, 2003;

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 4 
a budget that outlines how funds raised will be allocated, and

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 4 
a final Juno program plan to reflect this budget; and

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
on behalf of the City, and with the approval of the City Manager, oversee and direct the implementation of the specific activities and events.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST  \L 2 
The 2004 Juno program plan will include:

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
community events, special promotions and hosting opportunities;

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
budgets;

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
human resource requirements; and

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
in the case of the draft Juno program plan, potential sources of revenue.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
Subject to every applicable bylaw and policy of the City, the Committee is authorized to:

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
accept donations; and

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
approve and enter into agreements related to the donations, provided that the agreement does not exceed $250,000 and the term does not go beyond December 31, 2004.

PART  LISTNUM BYLAWLIST  \l 9  - STRUCTURE AND PROCEDURES 

structure


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l1 
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 \s 1 
The Committee will consist of up to fifteen (15) members. 


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
Fourteen members of the Committee will be appointed by resolution of Council as follows:

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
an administrative representative nominated by the Government of Canada;

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
an administrative representative nominated by the Government of Alberta;
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
an administrative representative nominated by the City of Edmonton, Office of the City Manager;

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
a representative nominated by Economic Development Edmonton;

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
a representative nominated by the Alberta Recording Industry Association;
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
a representative nominated by Northlands Park; and
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
up to 8 citizens-at-large.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
The City Manager will appoint a member who will be Chair for the Committee.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
The City Manager will co-ordinate the selection of Committee members.

  LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
If one or more positions on the Committee is not filled or becomes vacant, the Committee may continue with fewer members.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
Membership on the Committee is voluntary and no remuneration will be paid for serving as a member.

procedures
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST  \l1 
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST  \l 2 \s 1 
The Committee will follow the procedures prescribed by Bylaw 12300, Procedures and Committees Bylaw.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
The Committee will meet at the call of the Chair.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
The Committee will meet at least four (4) times per year unless otherwise determined by the Committee.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
Quorum for the Committee is a majority of the existing appointed members of the Committee.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
If the Chair is not in attendance at a meeting, the members of the Committee shall choose a member from among themselves to act as the chair for that meeting.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
The Committee will solicit input from the public.

subcommittees
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST  \l1 
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST  \l 2 \s 1 
The Committee may establish sub-committees, as required, to deal with specific matters.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
The Committee may appoint persons from outside the Committee to a sub-committee.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
Sub-committees shall:

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
be chaired by Committee members, and

 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 3 
report back to the Committee for consideration of findings.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
Sub-committees may solicit input from the public.

PART  LISTNUM BYLAWLIST  \l 9  - finance and administration

fINANCE AND aDMINISTRATION
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l1 
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 \s 1 
A budget for expenses arising from the operation of the Committee in the administration of this bylaw will be submitted to Council for approval.  


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
The budget shall be prepared and presented to Council by the Committee, in consultation with the City Manager.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
The Committee’s budget will be administered by the City Manager.

Resources
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l1 
Administrative support to the Committee will be provided by the City Manager.

COMMITTEE REPORTING
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST  \l1 
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST  \l 2 \s 1 
The Committee will provide an Activity Report to Executive Committee quarterly in 2003 and 2004.


 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l 2 
The Committee shall submit a final report to Council prior to December 31, 2004.

TERMINATION
 LISTNUM BYLAWLIST \l1 
The Committee will be terminated upon Council’s receipt of the final report or December 31, 2004, whichever occurs first.
