The purpose of this bylaw is to establish a committee of Council to develop a permanent recognition of past and future Mayors of the city of Edmonton.

In this bylaw, unless the context otherwise requires:

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
“Chair” means the person who has been chosen as head of the Committee;

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
“City” means the Municipal Corporation of the City of Edmonton;

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
“City Manager” means the Chief Administrative Officer of the City within the meaning of the Municipal Government Act or his delegate;
 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
“Committee” means the Recognition of Mayors Committee;
 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
“Council” means the Municipal Council of the City of Edmonton.

	 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 1 
The Recognition of Mayors Committee is hereby established as a temporary committee of Council.

	functions
	 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 1 
Subject to the provisions of this bylaw and all other City, Provincial, or Federal laws, the Committee will:

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
develop and recommend to Council a permanent recognition of all former Mayors of the city of Edmonton who have not been formally recognized and all future former Mayors;

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
recommend a budget to carry out the recommended recognition; and
 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
report back to Council before the end of August, 2006.

	process
	 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 1 
 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 2 \s 1 
In fulfilling its functions, the Committee will:

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \L 3 
consult with City Administration;

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
identify and consult with other knowledgeable persons including members of the public and other municipalities;

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
identify options, costs and implementation strategies; and
 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
prepare a recommendation report for Council.

The Committee also may:

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
retain the services of private consultants, as required; and
 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
consult with the public.

The Committee will consist of five members appointed by resolution of Council, in accordance with Council policies and procedures as follows:

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \L 3 
three members of Council; and
 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 3 
two citizens-at-large.

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \L 2 
At its first meeting, the Committee will select a Chair from one of its Council members.

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 2 
If one or more positions on the Committee is not filled or becomes vacant, the Committee may continue with fewer members.


 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 2 
Membership on the Committee is voluntary and no remuneration will be paid for serving as a member.

 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 2 \s 1 
Subject to this bylaw, the Committee will follow the procedures prescribed by Bylaw 12300, Procedures and Committees Bylaw.


 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 2 
The Committee will meet at the call of the Chair.


 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 2 
Quorum for the Committee is a majority of the existing appointed members of the Committee.

	FINANCE AND ADMINISTRATION
	 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 1 
Administrative support to the Committee will be provided by the City Manager.

	TERMination
	 LISTNUM  BYLAWLIST \l 1 
This Committee will terminate upon Council’s receipt of its final report or August 28, 2007, whichever occurs first.
