PART I - DEFINITIONS 

DEFINITIONS
1 In this bylaw, unless the context otherwise requires: 

(a) “City” means the City of Edmonton.

(b) “City Manager” means the chief administrative officer of the City or his delegate; 

(c) “Municipal Tag” means a form prescribed by the City Manager allowing for the voluntary payment of a fine amount established by bylaw.

(d) “Violation Ticket” means a violation ticket as defined in the Provincial Offences Procedure Act.

PART II - MUNICIPAL TAGS


2 A Municipal Tag may be issued in respect of a bylaw offence.


3 If a Municipal Tag is issued in respect of an offence, the Municipal Tag must specify the fine amount established by the bylaw for the offence.


4 A person who commits an offence may, if a Municipal Tag is issued in respect of the offence, pay the fine amount established by the bylaw for the offence and if the amount is paid on or before the required date the person will not be prosecuted for the offence.

PART III - VIOLATION TICKETS


5 If a Violation Ticket is issued in respect of an offence, the Violation Ticket may:

(a) specify the fine amount established by the bylaw for the offence;

(b) require a person to appear in court without the alternative of making a voluntary payment.


6 A person who commits an offence, may:
(a) If a Violation Ticket is issued in respect of the offence; and 

(b) If the Violation Ticket specifies the fine amount established by the bylaw for the offence

make a voluntary payment equal to the specified fine.

PART IV - GENERAL


7 This bylaw applies to every bylaw of the City now in force, or which may hereafter come into force, in which a person committing an offence is liable to a fine, penalty or other punishment.


8 Unless otherwise specified in a bylaw, a person who is found guilty of an offence is liable to a fine in an amount not less than that specified in the bylaw, and not exceeding $10,000.00, and to imprisonment for not more than one year for non-payment of the fine.


9 A person who is found guilty of an offence is liable to the imposition of a penalty for the offence that is in addition to a fine so long as the penalty relates to a fee, cost, rate, toll or charge that is associated with the conduct that gives rise to the offence.


10 If a person is found guilty of an offence, the court may, in addition to any fine or other penalty imposed, order the person to comply with the bylaw or a license, permit or other authorization issued under the bylaw, or a condition of any of them.


11 In the case of an offence that is of a continuing nature a contravention constitutes a separate offence in respect of each day or part of a day on which it continues.


12 The City Manager may carry out whatever inspections are reasonably required to determine compliance with a bylaw.
