A Bylaw to Regulate the Operation

of the Edmonton Municipal Airport

WHEREAS Section 219 (1) of the Municipal Government Act, being Chapter M-26 of the Revised Statutes of Alberta, 1980 and amendments thereto, allows a Council by Bylaw, to control and operate an Airport and for that purpose to make regulations and fix fees or levies;


NOW THEREFORE, the Municipal Council of the City of Edmonton hereby enacts a Bylaw to regulate and control the operation of the Edmonton Municipal Airport.  This Bylaw may be cited as "The Airport Bylaw".

PART 1 - DEFINITIONS
(1)

"Airport" means the Edmonton Municipal Airport, in respect of which a public airport license has been issued under Part III of the Air Regulations pursuant to the Aeronautics Act.

(2)

"Airport Manager" means the Manager of the Airport or his designate.

(3)

"Airport Bylaw" means the bylaw governing the Airport, namely the City of Edmonton Bylaw #9952, and any amendments or successors thereto.

(4)

"Airport Restricted Area Pass" means a combination pass and identification card approved by Transport Canada and issued under the authority of the Airport Manager authorizing access to a restricted area of the Airport on a need and right of entry basis.

(5)

"Airside" means those portions of the Airport contained within the Airport perimeter security fence and includes both land and buildings as they now exist or hereafter may be modified, changed or developed.  Airside is intended to be used for activities related to aircraft operations and to which public and vehicle access is restricted.

(5.1)

"Airside Vehicle Operator's Permit" means a document issued by the Airport Manager authorizing the person named therein to operate a Vehicle within the Airside area.

"Airside Vehicle Permit" means a document authorized by the Airport Manager certifying that the vehicle named thereon is authorized to operate within the Airside area.

(7)

"Air Traffic Control Services" means services provided for the purpose of:



(a)
preventing collisions




 (i)
between or involving aircraft; and

(ii)
on the manoeuvring area between aircraft and obstructions; and 



(b)
expediting and maintaining an orderly flow of air traffic.

(8)

"Bylaw Officer" means any person appointed as a Bylaw Enforcement Officer by the City of Edmonton.

(9)

"City" means the City of Edmonton.

(10)

"Constable" means:

(a)
a member of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police, or

(b)
a member of the City of Edmonton Police Service.

(11)

"Gross Revenue", as defined by generally accepted accounting principles, means the total of all revenue generated by an Occupant's business and operations conducted at the Airport with no deductions whatsoever therefrom.

(12)

"Groundside" means the area of the Airport to which the public normally has unrestricted access.

(13)

"Interface Vehicle" means a vehicle with an Airside Vehicle Permit and license to operate on public roadways.

(14)

"Landing Fee" means the fee assessed to aircraft, excluding piston engined aircraft, for landing at the Airport.

(15)

"Manoeuvring Area" means that part of an airport intended to be used for the taking-off and landing of aircraft and the movement of aircraft associated with taking-off and landing, excluding aprons.

(16)

"Occupant" means any lessee, tenant or user of space on Airport premises or user of any Airport facilities.

(17)

"Operator" means a person responsible for the operation and safety of vehicles, aircraft or equipment.

(18)

"Park" means the standing of any vehicle or aircraft, whether occupied or unoccupied.

(18.1)

"Passengers" means all persons aboard an aircraft with the exception of the aircraft crew who are on duty and necessary to facilitate or conduct that flight.

(19)

"Support Vehicle" means a vehicle required in support of aircraft that is not licensed to operate on public roadways.

(20)

"User Fee" means a fee to be paid for each passenger enplaning or deplaning an aircraft capable of containing five or more seats.

(21)

"Vehicle" means an automobile, bicycle, all terrain vehicle, truck, bus, or any self-propelled vehicle or device in, on or by which a person or thing is or may be transported, carried, or conveyed on land, but does not include an aircraft.

PART 2 - AUTHORITY OF THE AIRPORT MANAGER
201
AIRPORT MANAGER:

The Airport Manager is authorized to conduct the daily operations, administration and management of the Airport.  This authority includes:

(a)
Constructing, improving, maintaining, developing and managing any and all works necessary or desirable to operate the Airport within City Council guidelines.

(b)
Generally doing or causing to be done all things which are necessary for or incidental to the operation, maintenance, development and management of the Airport.

(c)
Operating the Airport in accordance with the Airfield License and Standards, maintaining the Groundside and Airside operations in accordance with the Airport Bylaw and monitoring aviation activity in conjunction with the Federal Government.


(d)
Enforcing all terms in the Airport Bylaw.

(e)
Closing, suspending or temporarily restricting operation of the Airport at any time by reason of unusual circumstances.

(f)
Recommending to City Council the rates, fees and tariffs for use of Airport facilities which reflect the Airport's fiscal policy requirements.

(g)
Coordinating security measures of the Airport for the protection of passengers, crews, aircraft and Airport facilities and for protecting the safety, reliability and efficiency of civil aviation within the framework of programs and procedures established by the Federal Government.

PART 3 - USE OF AIRPORT PREMISES
301
LIABILITY:

The City shall not be liable for any loss, detriment, damage, accident or injury of any nature whatsoever or however caused to any person or property including, without limitation, any structure, aircraft, equipment, materials, supplies, vehicles or fixtures and articles erected, brought, placed, made or being on or about the land or in the buildings on the Airport, unless such loss, damage or injury is due to negligence of the City or its employees while acting within the scope of their employment.  

302
ADVERTISING AND SOLICITING:

No person shall, without written permission from the Airport Manager or contract with the City, do or cause any advertising or soliciting upon or in Airport controlled land or buildings.

303
USER FEE:

(a)
User Fees are applicable to all aircraft capable of seating four (4) or more Passengers. 



(S.3, Bylaw No. 10161, July 28, 1992)

(b)
Every owner, lessee, owner representative or pilot of an aircraft capable of seating four (4) or more Passengers, who transports Passengers either for revenue or in the conduct of its business, shall submit User Fee reports summarized, where applicable, by each flight occurrence for all deplaning and enplaning Passengers including:

-
airline staff whether they are employees of the subject airline or staff of another airline,

-
those Passengers travelling under frequent flyer programs, and

-
all other non-revenue producing Passengers.


The User Fee does not apply to:

-
aircraft crew who are on duty on an aircraft and necessary to facilitate or conduct that flight,


-
flight instructors,


-
through Passengers who remain on board an aircraft, and

-
local flights where the aircraft departs and returns to the Airport with no intervening stop-overs.

The User Fee shall be assessed only once when a Passenger is required to deplane for a stop-over and subsequently departs on the next available flight, provided that the next available flight is provided by the same carrier or its partner.

The Airport Manager may waive the requirement for User Fee reports if the aircraft can be certified as not set up to carry Passengers.

(c)
The User Fee is to be paid on each passenger in accordance with the rate stipulated in Schedule "A" which is attached to and forms part of this Bylaw. Payment of the User Fee shall be the responsibility of the aircraft owner, lessee, owner representative or pilot.  The User Fee shall be payable when the passenger report is made unless alternative arrangements are made with the Airport Manager.

(d)
Reports of deplaning and enplaning passengers shall be filed as follows:

(1)
Air Carriers (Unit Toll & Charter) - monthly by the 7th of the following month.  Monthly reports are to be compiled from the daily passenger counts summarized by each flight occurrence.

(2)
Corporate Aircraft - monthly by the 30th of the following month unless alternative arrangements are made with Airport Manager's office.

(3)
All other aircraft making occasional use of the Airport are required to submit User Fee reports and payments prior to each departure.

(e)
All User Fee reports and payments shall be made at the Airport Manager's Office.

(f)
In default of a User Fee report and payment of the User Fee, a charge shall be made equal to the User Fee set forth in Schedule "A" as amended from time to time, times the maximum number of seats aboard the aircraft times the number of landings and departures over a given period of time.

304
AIRPORT OCCUPANTS:

(a)
An Occupant shall be liable for any damage which it causes to Airport facilities, ordinary wear and tear excepted.  No Occupant shall cause or suffer any waste or damage to the Airport premises or fixtures or equipment thereon, or permit to be used any part of the premises for any dangerous, noxious or offensive trade or business; nor cause or maintain any nuisance or anything which shall be a disturbance to other Occupants.

(b)
Occupants shall, at all reasonable times, permit entry to Airport employees to any Airport space for the purpose of inspection, servicing, repair, maintenance and construction.

(c)
Occupants shall have liability insurance for all activities including insurance for Interface Vehicles and temporary services or operations.  A certificate of liability insurance shall be submitted annually to the Airport Manager for forwarding to Risk Management for review as to its currency and adequacy.

The Occupant shall adjust insurance coverage if so directed by Risk Management.

(d)
The City reserves the right to terminate any person's or corporation's use of Airport facilities for any of the following reasons:



(1)
non-payment of any rate, rent or charge when due;



(2)
insolvency;



(3)
use of Airport facilities contrary to this bylaw;



(4)
use contrary to Federal Airport requirements.

(e)
An interest charge of one and one half (1-1/2%) percent per month (eighteen percent (18%) per annum) shall be imposed on all overdue accounts.

(f)
Occupants shall not permit lands or premises to become untidy, unsightly or hazardous or permit rubbish to accumulate therein.  Should such conditions occur and the Occupant fail to respond to instructions to remove, clean-up or restore the lands or premises, the Airport Manager may undertake the clean-up or removal and assess all costs thereby incurred to the Occupant.

(g)
Occupants shall not construct or erect any buildings or improvements on the demised premises without first obtaining the written consent of the City.  All buildings or improvements shall be constructed or erected at the Occupant's expense and to the satisfaction of the City in accordance with detailed plans and specifications approved by the City and in accordance with all laws, bylaws, regulations, orders and City standards and policies, which policies include, but are not limited to, all requirements set out in the policies and procedures entitled "Edmonton Municipal Airport" Development Strategy, Standards and Approval Procedures".

 (h)
The City reserves the right to conduct compliance and financial audits to the books and records of any Occupant, by accredited officers of or by duly appointed officers of the City, when and if the City determines that an audit is necessary to ascertain that fees and remittances are being correctly calculated, reported and remitted, in accordance with the Airport Bylaw.  The Occupant shall make available to the City its records and systems used, to enable the City to determine the accuracy of the information provided.  The City shall provide to the Occupant, fifteen (15) days notice of the City's intention to conduct such audits.  The cost of any audit shall be borne by the City unless the result of such audit reveals a discrepancy of more than five (5%) percent between the gross revenue as determined by such audit and that provided by the Occupant, then the full cost of such audit shall be borne by the Occupant.

(i)
All signs at the Airport, both Airside and Groundside, shall be subject to the Airport Administration's Signage Standards.

305
APPLICABLE RULES AND REGULATIONS:

All persons shall comply with the requirements of the Airport Bylaw and shall comply with all operating procedures, agreements and regulations describing operations of the Airport.  All persons are required to familiarize themselves with the Airport Bylaw as well as all operating procedures, agreements and regulations of this facility before use and occupation of the Airport is undertaken.  No person shall knowingly use the Airport for any purpose contrary to the conditions of issue of the Airport License.  All aspects of the Air Regulations and the Aeronautics Act apply to the operation of the Airport.

306
STORAGE, DEBRIS AND WASTE:

(a)
No person shall store goods in any common area outside of Airport buildings without first obtaining the written permission of the Airport Manager.

(b)
No person shall store or place any goods or materials in the halls or public areas of Airport owned buildings without first obtaining the written permission of the Airport Manager.

(c)
No person, vehicle or aircraft shall leave deposits of rocks, stones, mud or other debris on any paved area within the Airside area except in extreme or unusual circumstances as specifically and individually permitted by the Airport Manager.

(d)
No person shall place or leave any offensive matter or any trash or waste material in or upon any Airport property except in refuse containers that may be provided for that purpose.

(e)
No vehicle, equipment, material, supply or product, including salvaged aircraft, aircraft engines, air frames, parts or accessories, shall be stored or permitted to remain on any building site outside a permanent building unless such storage is suitably shielded from public view by an appropriate screen compatible in design with the permanent structure.  The screen shall require the written approval of the Airport Manager prior to installation.

(f)
No aviation fuel shall be stored, except as approved by the Airport Manager, on any building site other than on aviation fuel storage area reserved by the Airport Manager for such use.

(g)
All outdoor refuse collection areas shall be visually screened from streets, adjacent properties and the airfield by an opaque screen utilizing the same or similar materials as the main building it services.

(h)
Fuels, lubricants, and other toxic or insoluble compounds may not be permitted to discharge into the surface or underground storm water system without such prior processing as to render them innocuous.  Discharge of aircraft toilet wastes anywhere other than into designated sanitary sewer collection points is expressly prohibited.

(i)
No oil, varsols, paint stripper or other liquids shall be stored outdoors on any building site except as approved by the Airport Manager.

307
FEE SCHEDULE: 

All persons using Airport premises or facilities shall pay the rates set out in Schedule "A".

PART 4 - SECURITY OF AIRSIDE FACILITIES
401
ACCESS TO RESTRICTED AREAS:

(a)
Every person who has access to a restricted area shall close and lock the door, gate or other device immediately after it has been used unless it is under surveillance of a person who is responsible for controlling entry at that access point.

(b)
The Airport Manager's staff, a constable or a bylaw officer is authorized to close and lock any door, gate or other device permitting access to a restricted area that is found open or unlocked and unattended.

(c)
Every Occupant whose premises have total or limited access to the restricted areas shall prevent access to the restricted areas by persons not authorized to have such access.

(d)
Every person to whom a key, code or access device has been issued by the Airport Manager shall use the key, code or access device to enter a restricted area only in accordance with any conditions of issuance and only at restricted area access points.

(e)
Except where authorized by the Airport Manager and subject to any conditions of issuance, no person shall:

 (i)
loan or give to another person a key, code or access device issued to him; or

(ii)
have possession of, or use for any purpose, a key, code or access device that was issued to him by a person not having authority to do so.

(f)
Every person to whom a key, code or access device has been issued shall immediately surrender same to the Airport Manager or to a constable upon the person's termination of employment at the Airport, or on the breach of any conditions of issuance or upon the demand of the issuing authority.

402
AIRPORT RESTRICTED AREA PASS:


(a)
No person shall enter upon or remain on Airside, except:

  (i)
persons in possession of a valid pilot, navigator, flight engineer or aircraft maintenance engineer license;

 (ii)
persons in possession of an Airport Restricted Area Pass which is worn on outer clothing to ensure its visibility; or

(iii)
persons under the escort of a person wearing an Airport Restricted Area Pass.

(b)
Except where authorized by the Airport Manager and subject to any conditions of that authorization, no person shall:

 (i)
loan or give to another person an Airport Restricted Area Pass issued to him; or

(ii)
have possession of, or use for any purpose, an Airport Restricted Area Pass that was issued to him by a person not having authority to do so.

(c)
In addition to the penalties specified in this Bylaw, any person found on Airside without an Airport Restricted Area Pass may be removed by the Airport Manager, Bylaw Officer or a Constable.

(d)
Any person in possession of an Airport Restricted Area Pass shall immediately surrender it to the Airport Manager upon the pass holder's termination of employment or upon demand by the issuing authority.

403
FIREARMS RESTRICTION:

Firearms are forbidden on the Airside of the Airport with the exception of those in the possession of constables, Armed Courier personnel, Fish and Wildlife Officers, other Peace Officers while in the performance of their duties, and Airport Bird Control personnel.  Firearms in aircraft survival kits, military aircraft and in transport appropriately sealed will be permitted.

PART 5 - AERONAUTICAL USE OF AIRPORT
501
NOISE RULES:

All aviation activity is monitored for noise impact on the Airport environs.  The pilot or operator of any aircraft using the Airport shall comply with the noise rules governing aviation activity at the Airport.  Published information is available from the Airport Manager's office.

502
EXCLUDED AVIATION ACTIVITIES:

Due to the aviation activity at the Airport, the following operations are not permitted:


(a)
Ultra light aircraft landings and take-offs.


(b)
Balloon landings and take-offs.


(c)
Banner towing.


(d)
Formation take-offs and landings.


(e)
Airshow aerobatics and flypasts.

503
PARKING AND STORAGE:

(a)
No person shall park or store any aircraft or parts thereof on the Terminal Building apron for longer than twenty (20) minutes unless that aircraft is positioned at a jetway.

(b)
No person shall park or store any aircraft or parts thereof that are not air carriers (i.e. operated for the purpose of carrying fare-paying passengers) for a period exceeding two (2) hours in the area reserved for air carriers on the apron immediately southeast of the Terminal Building.  The "Air Carriers Only" area is defined as the area abutting Buildings 21 and 22, extending outwardly to the aircraft taxi limit line as signed and posted.  Specific singular exception to the above may only be authorized by the Airport Manager.

(c)
No person shall park or store, for periods in excess of 6 hours, any aircraft or parts thereof in any area of the Airport, except in those areas designated for parking for a time in excess of six (6) hours.  Specific singular exception to the above may only be authorized by the Airport Manager.

 (d)
No person shall park any aircraft or parts thereof in such a position that they obstruct any manoeuvring area of the Airport.

(e)
No person shall park or store aircraft or parts thereof on or in any leased area of the Airport without permission of the lessee, no in a position that obstructs normal access to leased areas, nor in any area not designated by the Airport Manager.

(f)
No person shall park or store any aircraft or parts thereof in City owned areas posted by notices requiring prior permission until that permission has been obtained from the Airport Manager.

(g)
No person shall leave any aircraft or parts thereof parked or stored at the Airport unless they are properly secured.  It is the responsibility of the aircraft owner or operator to ensure that the device used to secure the aircraft is appropriate whether or not it was supplied by the Airport.

(h)
No disabled aircraft may be parked at the Airport for a period greater than three (3) months.

504
OBSTRUCTIONS TO AIR COMMERCE:

(a)
The Airport Manager may move or cause to be moved a vehicle, trailer or aircraft or parts thereof by reason of it blocking passage on the Airport or interfering in any manner with the use or operation of the Airport, and the City shall not be liable for any damage thereby caused to such vehicle, trailer or aircraft or parts thereof.

(b)
In the event any vehicle, trailer or aircraft or parts thereof are removed under Section 504 (a) hereof, the owner or operator of such vehicle, trailer or aircraft, in addition to any penalty specified by the Airport Bylaw, shall be liable for the costs incidental to and consequent upon such movement.  Incurred charges shall be paid to the Airport Manager prior to release of the vehicle, trailer or aircraft or parts thereof.

505
AIRCRAFT LANDING AND PARKING FEES:

All landing and parking fees shall be paid to the Airport in accordance with the fees set forth in Schedule "A".

506
AIRCRAFT TAXIING:


(a)
Taxiing of aircraft shall be at a safe and reasonable rate of speed.


(b)
Taxiing of aircraft into or out of a hangar is prohibited.


(c)
Operation of aircraft engines in a hangar is prohibited.

(d)
Operation or parking of aircraft on an apron negligently or recklessly or in any manner that endangers or is likely to endanger life or property is prohibited.

507
DISABLED AIRCRAFT:

(a)
No person shall displace, move or interfere with an aircraft or its contents involved in an accident without first having obtained permission to do so from the duly authorized representative of the Transportation Safety Board, except that the aircraft or any part or contents thereof may be displaced or moved as may be necessary to extricate any person, to prevent destruction by fire or other cause or to void danger to any person or property.

(b)
No person unless duly authorized by a representative of the Transportation Safety Board shall disturb an aircraft accident site.

(c)
Where an aircraft is to be displaced or moved pursuant to Section 507 (a), the person directing, supervising or arranging the action shall record by means of diagrams, photographs and notes, the condition of the aircraft, aircraft contents and aircraft accident site.

(d)
After accident investigation, the aircraft shall be removed by the owner/operator without delay from the manoeuvring area of the Airport.  When the owner/operator does not remove the aircraft promptly, the Airport Manager may have the aircraft removed and assess the removal charges to the aircraft owner.  The Airport assumes no liability or financial responsibility for removal of the aircraft or any damage or loss caused by the removal.

PART 6 - MOTOR VEHICLE USE ON AIRPORT
601
GENERAL:


(1)
No person shall operate a vehicle on the Airport unless:

(a)
The person holds a valid operator's license, an Airside Vehicle Permit, an Airside Vehicle Operator's Permit and an Airport Restricted Area Pass.




(S.6, Bylaw No. 10161, July 28, 1992)

(b)
The vehicle is registered, equipped and operated as required by the laws of the Province and the Bylaws of the City.

(c)
The owner of the vehicle holds a valid Airside Vehicle Permit to operate within the Airside area of the Airport or is under escort of a vehicle with a valid Airside Vehicle Permit and is covered with the insurance of the escorting vehicle.

(d)
Airport occupants and/or operators of interface vehicles shall have liability insurance to cover the activities of interface vehicles.  Such insurance shall be submitted annually to the Airport Manager.

(e)
The person abides by the terms of the City of Edmonton Traffic Bylaw as amended and its successor bylaws which shall be applicable to vehicles operating at the Airport save where inconsistent with this Bylaw.

(f)
The person obeys the instructions of any applicable traffic sign or device and complies with any directions given to him by a Constable or Bylaw Officer.

(2)
AIRSIDE VEHICLE OPERATOR'S PERMIT SUSPENSION:

The Airport Manager may suspend an Airside Vehicle Operator's Permit for a period not exceeding one year if the operator is convicted of an offence under the Airport Bylaw.

602
VEHICLE OPERATION IN HANGARS:

No vehicle shall be used within a hangar for the moving of any aircraft unless its exhaust pipes are protected by screens or baffles to prevent the escape of sparks or the propagation of flame.

603
REPORTING OF ACCIDENTS:

Every driver or operator of any vehicle who is directly or indirectly involved in an accident at the Airport shall report the accident forthwith to a Constable or the Airport Manager.

604 
WARNING LIGHT AND RADIOS:


(a)
Interface Vehicles

 i.
No person shall operate an interface vehicle on the Airside of the Airport unless the vehicle is equipped with an amber rotating warning light or unless the vehicle is escorted by an interface vehicle so equipped.

ii.
No person shall operate an interface vehicle on the manoeuvring areas of the Airport unless the vehicle is equipped with an amber rotating warning light and a two-way radio telephone with ground control frequency or unless the vehicle is escorted by an interface vehicle so equipped.


(b)
Support Vehicles

i.
No person shall operate a support vehicle on the Airside of the Airport unless:




(A)
The vehicle is equipped with head lamps and tail lamps.

(B)
Vehicles with cabs are equipped with a rotating amber warning light.

(C)
Vehicles without cabs are equipped with an automatic flasher so that the lamps flash alternatively.

605
INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:

All vehicles with valid Airside Vehicle Permits shall carry a minimum two million dollars ($2,000,000) automobile/vehicle insurance coverage for public liability and property damage.  Permits are issued by the Airport Pass Control Office and applicants must submit a photocopy of the appropriate insurance policy when applying for a new permit.

606
RIGHT OF ACCESS:

(a)
The Airport Manager has the right at any time to close, relocate or modify any means or location of Airport access provided for Airport users, either temporarily or permanently.  Reasonable and adequate means of ingress and egress shall, if not already in existence, be provided in lieu thereof.

(b)
The right and privilege of ingress and egress is allowed only in accordance with this Bylaw.

607
AIRSIDE PARKING OF VEHICLES:

No person shall park a vehicle on the Airside unless authorized by the Airport Manager.  Unauthorized vehicles may be tagged and towed by the Airport Manager at the owner's expense.

608
SIGNS:

The Airport Manager may mark, erect, remove or change traffic signs or devices on the Airport for directing and controlling traffic in any manner.

609
SPEED LIMIT:

(a)
Unless otherwise authorized by the Airport Manager, the speed limit shall be forty (40) kph for perimeter roads, twenty-five (25) kph for apron areas, and twenty (20) kph on the terminal building access road.

(b)
No person shall drive a vehicle on an apron or manoeuvring area at a speed or in a manner that is dangerous to persons, aircraft, vehicles or equipment, having regard to all the circumstances, including the amount of traffic thereon or reasonably expected to be thereon.

610
TRAFFIC DIRECTION AND CONTROL:

Every operator of a vehicle on the Airside shall produce to a Bylaw Officer or Constable on demand:


(a)
A valid Airside Vehicle Permit.


(b)
A valid operators license.

(c)
A certificate of registration that may be required for the vehicle being operated.

VEHICLE PARKING:

(a)
All vehicle parking areas shall be paved to provide all-weather surfaces with each vehicle parking space designated by white lines painted upon the paved surface or another means of clearly identifying parking spaces.

(b)
Sufficient paved off-street vehicle parking areas shall be provided for all the automobiles and trucks of employees, occupants, and customers.  Parking on the streets and at public areas of the Airport property shall be permitted only in areas and times specifically designated and posted by the Airport Manager or the City.

In vehicle parking areas, curbs and other protective measures shall be used to protect adjacent fences, walls, boulevards, landscaped areas or buildings on the site or an adjacent site.

PART 7 - GENERAL SAFETY RULES
701
SMOKING:

(a)
No person shall smoke or operate a spark or flame producing device or appliance:



  (i)
On any manoeuvring area of the Airport.

 (ii)
On any apron or ramp area ordinarily used for the fueling or defueling of aircraft.

(iii)
On any Airport area ordinarily used for the fueling or defueling of aircraft.

(iv)
In any area or building posted with "No Smoking" signs by the Airport Manager, the building owner or Occupant.

 (v)
In any area, within buildings or within fifteen (15) meters from the buildings used for the storage, handling or use of flammable materials.

(b)
In all areas within buildings where smoking is permitted, ash trays or other suitable receptacles shall be provided.

(c)
In building areas where smoking is not permitted, ash trays or other suitable receptacles will be provided so as to extinguish and accommodate disposal of smoking materials.

(d)
No person shall smoke in the Airport Terminal Building except in designated areas.

702
FIRE REGULATIONS:

All users of the Airport shall comply with all the requirements of the Alberta Fire Code and appropriate federal regulations pertaining to all matters of fire safety and fire prevention.

703
FUELING:


(a)
No aircraft shall be fueled or defueled while inside a hangar.

(b)
During fueling or defueling, all aircraft engines shall be stopped and the switches placed in an "engine inoperable" position.

(c)
The fueling equipment and the aircraft shall be grounded during fueling operations.

(d)
In accordance with the Alberta Fire Code, approved types of operational fire extinguishers shall be within easy reach of those in charge of fueling.

(e)
Fueling equipment shall be well maintained and shall be of a type which can be safely operated at an Airport.

704
FUEL SPILLAGE:

All Airside fuel spillage must be immediately reported either to the Airport Crash/Fire/Rescue Unit or to the Air Traffic Control Services ground controller who will contact the Airport Crash/Fire/Rescue Unit.  In addition to the penalty specified by this Bylaw, the fuelling agent and/or the aircraft owner will be assessed the cleanup costs of the fuel spillage.  

PART 8 - GENERAL
801
GENERAL PENALTY:

(a)
Except where special penalties are provided for in Schedule "B" which is attached and forms part hereof, any person contravening any of the provisions of this Bylaw shall, upon conviction, be subject to the penalties contained in Bylaw No. 7083, the Penalties Bylaw, as amended or successor Bylaws, being a Bylaw providing for the implementation of penalties for infraction of City Bylaws.

(b)
The provisions of Bylaw No. 7083 as amended or successor Bylaws, as that Bylaw relates to the issuing of an offence or traffic tag as an alternative to an in lieu of a summons, shall apply to an offence set out in this Bylaw.
