Bylaw 12203 - To Amend Bylaw 5768, as amended, being the West Jasper Place (South) Area Structure Plan through an amendment to the Donsdale Neighbourhood Structure Plan.

PURPOSE

To accommodate an institutional land use in the center of the site, decrease the area designated for low density housing and increase the area designated for medium density housing. The density of the medium density housing will be increased and the built form will allow three storey apartments. The proposed pedestrian/bicycle walk will be relocated from the middle of the site to the south boundary along the Wedgewood Ravine.

Bylaw 12204 - To Amend the Land Use Bylaw from AG (Agricultural) District, A (Metropolitan Recreation) District and RR (Rural Residential) District to DC5 (Site Specific Development Control) District, AP (Public Parks) District and A (Metropolitan Recreation) District; located south of Lessard Road and east of 184 Street, Donsdale.

PURPOSE

To allow for the development of  a multi level care senior citizen housing facility.  The proposed DC5 district will accommodate up to 74 low density one storey semi-detached housing units around the perimeter of the site, up to 280 three storey apartment housing units in the center of the site as well as an extended medical treatment facility to accommodate up to 96 residents. The south east portion of the site will accommodate a public park.
