I am wondering why we would not designate more of the land for other uses - if not industrial, at least commercial - so that more people could live a short drive from work.  In particular, I am thinking of the land on either side of the Anthony Henday provincial highway, which would be an attractive location for a number of companies, particularly those involved in product distribution.  Does it make sense to try to put houses on either side of this corridor, all the way from the west end through to the Calgary Trail?

I would appreciate a report which outlines the City's options in this regard and any steps it could take to plan the area properly."
