Disposal of Municipal Reserve Land North of 95 Avenue and East of 178 Street (R. Noce).

	“On April 3, 2000, City Council agreed to dispose of certain municipal reserve ("M.R.") land north of 95 Avenue and east of 178 Street.

It is my understanding that P.A.C. are not payable on M.R. lands and as a result, its portion of the P.A.C. is paid for by the other landowners in the basin.

Over the next few years, it is expected that the City of Edmonton will be disposing of many other sites that have been declared surplus by the Edmonton Public and Catholic School Boards.

My questions to the Planning and Development Department ("Department") are as follows:

1.
Because some "declared" surplus M.R. lands will be sold in the market and the sale proceeds will be credited to the Residential Land Assembly Account or some other account, will the City of Edmonton be recalculating the P.A.C. in the basin so that the City of Edmonton does not receive a wind-fall?

Has the Department had any discussions with the Urban Development Institute on this issue?

3.
Does the Department feel that further consideration and review are warranted on this issue?  If the answer is "yes", then what steps will the Department follow in order to keep City Council updated on this issue?”

Increase in Traffic Volumes on Meridian Street (R. Noce).

	“Since the opening of the Edmonton Waste Management Centre ("Centre")  in east Edmonton, traffic volumes on Meridian Street, north of Yellowhead Trail, have increased.  However, I have noticed that City workers travelling to and from the Centre are often delayed on Meridian Street due to the heavy volume of trains on the CN tracks which cross Meridian Street.

I would be obliged if the Transportation and Streets Department ("Department") would answer the following questions:

What would it cost to build an underpass on Meridian Street so that traffic would not be delayed by the CN trains?

I would appreciate a report which outlines the Administration's position relative to pursuing a similar approach in Edmonton.”
