Underwater Rescue Operations (A. Bolstad).

	“I would like to present this inquiry in two parts.

The first part has to do with the City’s ability to do underwater search and rescue operations.  I understand that our Emergency Response Department has little capability to perform this function, which places the City in a difficult situation whenever someone slips through the ice on the river or stormwater pond.  I am also told that we have little to offer when boating accidents occur on nearby lakes and in a similar vein, we were in no position to help with the underwater operation these past few days at Pine Lake.

Consequently, I would appreciate a report, which outlines the steps the City could take to put together a response team capable of performing underwater search and rescue operations.  The report should also reference the cost involved and whether or not the Emergency Response Department intends to develop such a team in the foreseeable future.

The second part of my inquiry has to do with the use of the boat ramp next to the Rossdale Power Plant.

I would like to know who is able to use this ramp and the restrictions that have been placed on its use.  I would also like to know if these restrictions have made it more difficult for the Emergency Response Department to work with various partners to develop a river rescue operation and if so, what might be done to rectify this situation.”

We have been told, in a previous report from the Planning and Development Department, that Council should be using this information to determine whether or not it is timely to approve the development of new districts.

To facilitate this kind of a decision I would like to know if it is possible for each of the Departments reviewing the plan to comment on their ability to finance as well as physically provide services to the area in question.  For example, when transit is asked to review a plan, I would like to know if transit will be able to cover the cost of providing service to the area and if not, the extent of the budget adjustment that would be required to provide such service.

I am not suggesting that the information be extensive, but perhaps each department could provide a brief summary that references the financial implications it faces when servicing the area in questions.

Is it possible for the Administration to provide this information?  Would it not make sense to include it, if the City is going to adhere to its long-range financial plan?

I would like a report that addresses these questions.”
