9. That the following amendments to the DC1 District also be included:

SITE A – Add to 10.1 Clause 6:

“Visitor parking will be accommodated on 91 Street”.

SITE B – 10.2(c) be amended to read:

“The maximum height shall not exceed 14.0 m nor 4 storeys plus a loft.  A maximum of 15 units may have lots.”

SITE D – 10.4.1(b) be amended to read:

“The minimum site area shall be 260 m2.”

SITE G – 10.5.1 (e) be amended to read:

“The south side of the site shall contain uniform fencing to a height of 1.2 m.”

SITE H will conform with Plan C.
