In fact, there has hardly been a quiet day for our City since May and it’s not about to end for another three or four weeks.

None of these events would be possible without the assistance of scores of volunteers – in the case of the World’s – literally thousands of Edmontonians have lined up to help out.

All of these efforts have combined to put our City in a very good light.

Consequently, I would appreciate it if the Administration could give some thought to an event this fall where we could recognize the effort that has been put in this summer.  Perhaps the Salute to Excellence Committee could be contacted for its input and support.

I realize that the events of this summer are not the only projects to which Edmontonians have volunteered.   And if we decide to do something to recognize this latest effort, it may spark some other initiatives as well.  And there is nothing wrong with that.

However, I do think we should do something to recognize the tremendous effort that has been put forward by Edmontonians in the summer of 2001.  If possible, I would  appreciate a report outlining some of the measures we might take at our September meeting of City Council.”

	“This inquiry has to do with the difficulty the City encounters whenever it attempts to find land and resources for City-wide facilities.

For example, there is talk once again of trying to develop an area in which people could swim – a small urban lake – to be specific.   Similarly, we have attempted for years to develop tournament facilities for sports like soccer and baseball, where five or six fields, complete with a food concession, washrooms and seating for spectators could be located.

However, our efforts never seem to pan out, due in large part to the cookie-cutter type of land use plans that are developed for new areas.

A recent example was Heritage Valley, where we have something like 14 new neighbourhoods, each with a school site or two, and small park areas, but nothing that would accommodate a City-scale facility such as those mentioned above.

I know in the City’s more distant past, the Mayor donated land for these kinds of endeavors.  The development of Blatchford Field, or the City Centre Airport, being an obvious example.

However, given the – let us say uncertainty – surrounding these kinds of gifts, I am wondering what other approach the City could take to reach these goals.

It seems to me that we only have a  couple of opportunities left, on the south side and in north east Edmonton, so I would appreciate a report which at least begins to explore the alternatives available to the City to develop these types of facilities.”
