I know it is not an easy task trying to gauge the amount of time required.  Still, members of the public find it extremely frustrating to come down to City Hall and after waiting two or three hours, see their item set over to another day.

It also defeats the purpose of having a proper hearing if the process ultimately discourages some people from taking part.

Hence, I would like the Administration to use its imagination in suggesting some alternatives for Council to consider.

For example, could we set particularly contentious items on a separate day altogether, rather than try to lump them in with other land use matters?

Could we hold more hearings in the evenings, perhaps starting at 6:00 p.m.?  How about meeting on Saturday, again with items that are particularly contentious?  Could we even hold some of these meetings in locations in the Community, to make it easier for the public to attend?

I would appreciate a report from the Administration that outlines some options for Council to consider.”
