Absenteeism Within the Civic Service (R. Hayter).

	“During the 2002 Budget Deliberations I raised concerns about the significant amount of “lost time” being experienced by civic departments, especially Police, Fire, and Transit, due to sick leave, stress leave, and other absenteeism, which is costing the City millions of dollars.  The Administration at that time said steps were underway to deal with the problem.

On this very issue, Statistics Canada recently released a report noting that job absenteeism across Canada was on the rise, particularly among public sector employees.

It said full-time employees, in 2000, list an average of 8 days a year for personal reasons – primarily illness – compared with an average of 7.5 days in 1998.

It also concluded that full-time employees in the public sector lost more work time in 2000 – about 10.2 days on average for personal reasons – than their private sector counterparts at 7.4 days.

Statistics Canada also found that full-time workers belonging to unions or covered by Collective Agreements missed almost twice as many workdays on average in 2000 for personal reasons than their non-union counterparts (11.2 days versus 6.4 days).

I would like a report indicating how these findings compare to those for the City of Edmonton staff, and what progress is being made to reduce absenteeism within our civic service.”
