Under your proposal you would increase taxes at cpi plus new debt – this will total annually 3.5%.  In 5 years we would be paying with compounding an additional tax of 20% plus additional fees through utility (sewer and drainage). Could you estimate the average homeowners and business property taxes and utilities under those conditions? (you could use the same inflation schedule for utilities).

I would like the Administration to comment on my understanding that the use of debt would not significantly reduce the overall long term infrastructure gap and that its effect would largely be to shift the gap from immediate years to future years, a tradeoff between future and current consumption.

Taking a long term perspective, what are the advantages of such a strategy?
