“All loading docks on buildings visible from 100 Avenue shall not be located on the south facing side of such buildings.”

6. Section 4(j) be amended by adding the following at the beginning of the section:

“A comprehensive sign design plan shall be submitted and”

7. The following section be added:

“4(j.1)
Free-standing on-premise signs shall not exceed 8 metres (25 feet) in height along 100 Avenue and 100A Avenue and shall be perpendicular to the major roadways.”

8. Section 4(k) be amended by deleting the words “and Major”.

9. The following section be added:

“4(n.1)
There shall be no chain link fencing or barbed wire combinations in view of or adjacent to major public roadways.”

10. Section 4(q) be amended by deleting the word “similar” and replacing it with the word “consistent” and adding the following to the sentence:

“and high quality exterior finish, including roof lines and finish materials”

11. Section 4(t) be amended as follows:

(a) Delete the words “three coniferous trees” and replace it with the words “four coniferous trees”; and

(b) Delete the words “20 shrubs” and replace it with the words “25 shrubs”.

12. Section 4(u) be amended by deleting the words “and Major”.
