In addition to increases from real assessment growth, tax revenues will increase each year at the rate of CPI for Edmonton plus 1% to address the capital gap.  For planning purposes, the figures are: 

2003 = 2.5% CPI + 1%;

2004 = 2.0% CPI + 1%;

2005 = 2.0% CPI + 1%.

(ii)
The 2003 Operating Budget will be presented to Council at the estimated Edmonton CPI level, showing the reductions necessary to achieve a 0% tax increase.

(iii)
Available corporate funds will be allocated between Civic Programs and Authorities based on their relative shares of the tax levy.

(iv)
The 2003 Capital Budget and five year Capital Plan will include a maximum of $50 M in annual tax-supported debt financing (total $250 M over five years); recommended priority projects for borrowing to be clearly identified annually for approval by Council.
(v) The Expenditure and Revenue Review Project will target to generate $10 M, with funds retained by the originating program.  Use of these funds to be clearly identified to Council.

Copies of revised Attachment 6 and citizen comments June 11 – 17, were also distributed to Members of Council and were filed with the Office of the City Clerk.
