“This inquiry is about smoking and what the City can do to reduce the number of situations in which young people in particular are exposed to smoke in public places.


First of all, I understand the municipalities of Vancouver, Victoria and Lethbridge have recently enacted (or amended) bylaws which restrict smoking in public places.


I would appreciate a report from the Administration, which outlines the thrust of these bylaws and whether they feature any restrictions which are not currently in place in Edmonton.  In particular, I would like to know if any elements contained in these bylaws attempt to reduce the number of situations in which minors are exposed to smoking, such as in restaurants, and whether there are amendments we could make in the City of Edmonton's bylaw which further prevents these occurences from happening.


Furthermore, I would also like to know if there is anything more our City could do, in conjunction with other groups like the Capital Health Authority, Alberta Lung Association and Alberta Restaurant and Food Services Association to encourage a smoke-free lifestyle, particularly among young people.


In closing, I understand the Alberta Restaurant and Food Services Association intends to survey its members to determine the number of restaurant customers who do or do not smoke when visiting their establishments.  I would appreciate if the results of this survey could be included in the information report."�

1.	What is the supply of fully-serviced commercial land in Edmonton (by category) expressed in terms of years of availability, amount of land, number of parcels, and general area of the City?�

Are new and existing businesses able to find the serviced land they need to support their operations?  If “yes", what is the extent of the problem?  If “no", do you foresee it becoming a problem in the future and to what extent?


5.	Given the answers to questions 1 to 4, are there any actions that should be taken by Edmonton to address possible weaknesses?
