“This inquiry is about the relatively-light suspensions which were recently handed out to three stores for selling tobacco products to minors.

According to the attached information, the owners of two 7-11 stores recently had their tobacco license suspended for two weeks for selling to minors.  At the same time, the owner of Ho King Grocery Ltd. was given a four-week suspension for a similar offense.

These contrast with the City's accepted practice of lifting the store owners' tobacco license for three months the first time he or she is caught selling tobacco products to under-age customers.

I am wondering why we would deal with these stores in a much more lenient fashion.  Were these store owners not first warned, as is generally the case, by Health Canada?

Furthermore, if they had a case to make about their staff-training program or other mitigating factors, would not that have been up to our Community Services Committee to consider in the event of an appeal?

Do these decisions have anything to do with the fact that Bylaw Enforcement is now under the control of the Police Department?

Finally, I am wondering if this is a sign of things to come?  Can we expect two and four week suspensions from now on, or would the Administration bring this issue before Council for a policy decision prior to making such a change?
