“Given that these short term strategies presented by the Transportation Department will not alleviate congestion on 114 Street by any significant amount and that they will cost $468,000 to implement not including the costs for the Southwest Planning study of approximately $200,000 when you include staff time, and that the plan direction for the Transportation Master Plan is for no major roadway improvements in the inner city unless safety, access or transit related, the congestion on 114 Street will continue to be a problem for this and future City Councils.

It is my understanding that a bus way system for 114 Street would cost approximately $40 million and LRT expansion will cost approximately $300 million dollars.  What City Council does not know is how much a roadway solution would cost to alleviate the congestion on 114 Street.

I would therefore request that the Transportation Department prepare a report outlining what roadway options are required to reduce congestion on 114 Street to a level “C" of service (as outlined in Al Swanson's paper) their cost and what impacts these options would have on the Transportation Master Plan?  I would like this report to come before the Utilities and Public Works Committee by November 18, 1997."�Transportation & Streets
