And finally, I would like to see how the amount of property tax received in 1998 compares with that in 1994, 1995, 1996 and 1997, after the above-mentioned reduction in assessments and increase in mill rates are taken into consideration.  I would also appreciate it if this analysis could adjust the figures to account for inflation.”�
