3.	Should the time frame be tied to the location agreement or should it just be for a set time period?


4.	Could the Administration provide the details of Revenues and Expenditures for the operation of the Coliseum?


5.	Where is Northlands going to get their fifty percent share of the $4.8 million?


6.	Is this request similar to the arrangements the City has with the Edmonton Eskimos?


7.	What are the arrangements for the Calgary Flames and the Saddledome?


8.	If the Coliseum closed, what are the annual costs?


9.	Could the Administration provide a summary of the revenue loss to the City of Edmonton, if the Coliseum were closed?


10.	Is this an essential part of the agreement to retain the Edmonton Oilers?


11.	Could the Administration provide more details on the ticket tax for Oilers tickets transferred to the Oilers?


12.	Do all events held at the Coliseum pay a ticket tax?


13.	Could the Administration provide details on the breakdown of the $4.8 million between what will be going towards infrastructure and the amount that will be going towards day-to-day operations?


14.	How was the $4.8 million figure arrived at and are there any future projections beyond 1998?


15.	In 1994, Council put a ticket tax on Coliseum events to support Northlands to up to $2.4 million to keep it “whole”.  Why has that figure risen to $4.8 million?


16.	Can an upper cap be put into an agreement?  Can an annual loss of fifty percent be put into the agreement up to the cap?


17.	The current ticket tax was instituted by City Council to support Northlands.  How and who authorized this money raised by City bylaw to go to the new Oilers’ ownership group rather than to Northlands?  Is this not something that only Council can decide?


18.	What money does the City realize from the Oilers/Coliseum through taxes or other means on an annual basis?


19.	Are there any other means to finance the City’s partnership (i.e.  tax forgiveness, ticket tax, etc.)?


20.	What are the sources of funding for 1998, 1999 and beyond?  


21.	Could the Administration prepare a detailed report on the exact make-up of the taxes which Northlands or its licensees pay to the City of Edmonton?  


22.	Is the City exposed to any liability if there is a default on the Coliseum mortgage?


23.	Could the Administration comment on the overall efficiencies at Northlands; namely, the $4.8 million shortfall?


24.	Could the Administration canvas with Northlands the opportunity of the prorated amount for 1998;  determine what steps can be taken to review the financial position of Northlands before any future years’ commitment; and what effect would that have on the overall deal with the Oilers Hockey Club?


25.	If this arrangement were to proceed, what type of review would occur and how often would it occur to determine whether or not the $2.4 million is too high, given some of the efficiencies that may be gained in future years?


26.	Could the Administration comment on the $2.4 million cap?


27.	List all contributions over the years towards the Coliseum by the City.


28.	List all contributions to the Oilers over the years by the City.


29.	What is the legal status of the ticket tax that has been imposed by the City?


30.	What is the possibility of increasing the ticket tax in order to provide additional revenues for the Team?


31.	Could the Administration analyze the pro-forma for the Coliseum?


32.	What approach has been made by the Oilers’ investor group to the City in order to request the appropriation of ticket tax revenues from the Coliseum to the team?  Can the Administration review the 1994 study by the Heartland Policy Institute on Stadia, Professional Sports and Economic Development to assess the reality; in particular, the conclusion that says:  “The data suggests that Stadium subsidies and other sports subsidies benefit not the community as a whole but rather team owners and professional athletes”.


33.	How much would have to be raised from the ticket tax to cover the $2.4 million?


34.	Could the Administration provide any information that the City has received from the Investor Group.  Is there any information on what it is going to cost to buy out the contracts of C.M.I. or the Ogden Group whoever has been sub-letting the Coliseum?  


35.	How is Northlands going to raise the $2.4 million?


36.	What are organizations, other than the Eskimos charged to use Commonwealth  Stadium, (i.e. the Soccer Association, concerts, etc.)? 


37.	What is the difference between the Eskimos and the Oilers  in terms of how they are registered? 


38.	What is the existing situation relative to the parking lot lease to the Edmonton Oilers and will that simply be turned over to the new group?  Is there any information on the value of the 15-20 acres that were given to the Oilers?


39.	Could the Administration comment on the taxes that will be coming to the City and the services that will be provided in return for tax money to the Coliseum?


40.	With respect to salaries, is there any information on what is really driving this whole thing in terms of the increase in salaries for NHL hockey players and how the average salary has gone up over the last two to three years.  Is there any relief in sight relative to that particularly when you compare what is happening in the NBA and Professional Baseball.?


41.	 Is it  possible to enter into a partnership with Northlands? (Right now they are proposing a 50/50 split as to the operating costs.) If the profits go up or the costs go down, will it be spread out between the members of the partnership?


42.	Is there any room for negotiation regarding the ticket tax and ice rental for the Edmonton Oilers?�
