“Today marks the official transfer of the Edmonton Oilers to the Edmonton Investors Group.  The subsequent lapse of the Coliseum license agreement between Mr. Pocklington and Edmonton Northlands also means that the Ticket Surcharge Bylaw and the Admission Surcharge Agreement between Edmonton Northlands and the City of Edmonton have been cancelled.  Both will have to be renegotiated in order to provide the ticket tax revenue to the Edmonton Oilers.

My questions are to the City Manager:

1.	What steps will the Administration take to keep City Council informed in a timely way of any approach by Edmonton Northlands and/or the Edmonton Oilers to revise these or any other legal arrangements affecting the Edmonton Oilers, Edmonton Northlands or the Coliseum?

2.	Will the Administration provide advice to City Council respecting the interests of the City of Edmonton and of the taxpayers in this matter?

3.	Finally, what steps will the Administration take to ensure that City Council has an opportunity to establish goals for the City of Edmonton in these negotiations with respect to such matters as extension of the location agreement, financial security of the City of Edmonton in the event of a sale of the team and so on?
