“In the past week and half, City Council has heard from a number of citizens with respect to the Transportation Master Plan (“Plan”).  We have heard that some 1,100 citizens have responded to the Plan questionnaire.  However, depending  upon your point-of-view, some have suggested that the responses to the questionnaire are not indicative of the general view of the entire City.


There are a number of key principles in the Plan that City Council must either adopt or reject.


Because the Plan will guide City Council and the Administration for the next twenty years and because the Plan will have far-reaching effects on the economy and the quality of life in the City of Edmonton, I believe that all citizens should be given an opportunity to provide their opinion on the Plan.


Therefore, my questions to the City Manager are as follows:


1.	Would it be possible to place five or six key questions on the 1998 Municipal Election ballot relating to the Plan in order to give all citizens of Edmonton an opportunity to have a say in the twenty-year Plan?


2.	What are the legal requirements for proceeding in a manner as set out in Question #1?


3.	What are the costs (i.e., the communications plan, etc.) with proceeding in this fashion?


4.	From an administrative point-of-view, what are the pros and cons of proceeding with placing five or six key questions on the 1998 municipal election ballot?


In light of the short time span, I would appreciate a response by the July 21, 1998 City Council meeting.” �
