“At the September 23, 1997 Council meeting, the Administration was directed to use cash-in-lieu from the sale of park space for the development of parks in the Terra Losa Neighbourhood.  To date, nothing has occurred and the neighbourhood has been given conflicting information from different City Departments.  I would like the following information from the Administration:

1.	What was the direction of City Council on September 23, 1997?

2.	What have the positions of the Asset Management and Public Works, Planning and Development, Community Services and Corporate Services (Law) Departments been on the use of funds?

3.	What funds are available for park development in Terra Losa?

4.	What consultation has occurred with the community?

5.	What are the plans for sale of the surplus school site and how does this impact on plans for further park development?

6.	Since the original decision to declare the site surplus, has an updated traffic/transportation impact study been done?  

7.	In light of the approval to develop the West Pointe Centre at 178 Street and Stony Plain Road, should a further study be done before development alternatives are presented to the community for consideration, and what impact would the increased traffic on 178 Street have on any proposals for development of this site either along 178 Street or along 95 Avenue?

8.	Has the Administration done environmental assessments to determine what the remediation costs (if any) would be associated with various development alternatives which might be considered for the surplus school site?

9.	What are the likely “short-cutting” traffic impacts of various development alternatives that might be considered for the surplus school site?

10.	What is the likely cost of grading a development site either along 95 Avenue or 178 Street in connection with various development alternatives and what impact would the grading costs have upon the net return to the City for the site and the utilization of the remaining site?

11.	�Taking into account grading and development costs to the City, what would the Administration be prepared to recommend as a fair net “selling price” if the surplus school site were to be sold to the community for permanent dedication as a park site?

12.	If the Terra Losa Community were to support the use of monies previously realized from the disposition of park reserves related to the West Pointe Centre development to “purchase” the surplus school site and, thereby, enhance the remaining existing park site, would such use require further authorization from Council or would such use be supported by the Administration?

What use would be made of revenues generated from the surplus school site disposition within the Terra Losa Community, or what additional action would be required to ensure that the disposition proceeds are used to enhance parklands and public facilities within this unique Edmonton neighbourhood? 

What is the cost to provide base level servicing to the existing park site on 178 Street and 95 Avenue and what would the additional cost be to include the surplus school site in such base level servicing?

Given that the existing site is not “serviced”, what are the costs of providing municipal services in connection with various development alternatives and what impact would such costs have on the net realizable sale value of the surplus school site?”�Planning & Dev.

1.	The establishment of a Task Force that would be comprised of the Mayor, Members of Council, the City Manager and other interested parties, empowered to look into these issues and make recommendations to reduce expenditures and control taxes and user fee increases.

2.	Recommend the terms of reference of such a Task Force, which would include, but not be limited to, including a review of services, a determination of core services, a review of alternative forms of service delivery and other activities as may be relevant.

3.	Suggest a timeframe and process.

4.	Make any other recommendations, as may be necessary, including potential costs and funding sources.

 Confirm that any division of Canada could only be affected by arduous and lengthy negotiations between all interested parties that recognize the rights of the minority, democratic principles, the rule of law and the Constitution.

Support continued efforts to create a better understanding amongst all Canadians.
