During our budget debate in December, I listed several issues which were identified as topics to discuss with the provincial government.

I would like to know what procedure is being planned to allow this Council to meet outside of a scheduled public meeting for the purposes of planning our approach with the government to ensure that Edmontonians are receiving their fair share of provincial revenues and that we are not, because of provincial government requirements, engaging in costly and unnecessary activities.

Also, what procedure is being planned that would allow this Council to be briefed regularly by the Administration on emerging issues and to ask for additional information.

Given the number of questions that I have received in my office with respect to this topic, I would ask the City Manager to answer the following questions:

1.	Is there any bylaw currently in place that would require a property owner to remove graffiti from his/her/its property?

2.	If the answer to question #1 is “yes”, I would ask the City Manager to briefly explain how the bylaw is enforced.

3.	If the answer to question #1 is “no”, then I would ask the City Manager to indicate whether or not he would support a bylaw which would require a property owner to remove graffiti from his/her/its property upon receiving written notice from the City of Edmonton as a result of a complaint by a citizen (i.e., very similar to the City of Edmonton’s approach to dealing with untidy and unsightly properties).”�Police Service

1.	How many tickets have been issued to date during the 1998/1999 winter season to commercial property owners for not removing the snow from city property?  As well, how much in revenue has been generated as a result of same?

2.	It is my understanding that, unlike residential property owners, commercial property owners are not provided with any 24 or 48 hour notice to remove the snow.  What policy or bylaw would require an amendment in order to afford commercial property owners the same notice provision as residential property owners?

“By memorandum dated May 28, 1998, Mayor Smith cancelled all future Information Sessions as a result of a legal opinion that characterized some portions of some Information Session meetings as a meeting of Council such that the requirements of the Municipal Government Act would apply.

Over the next three years, City Council will be required to deal with a number of important issues.  I believe that City Council needs some mechanism in place that would allow City Council to have briefing sessions on a regular, scheduled basis.

My questions to the City Manager are as follows:

1.	Would it be possible to draft strict guidelines to assist City Council in order to re-instate some form of regularly scheduled briefing session so that City Council does not breach the provisions of the Municipal Government Act?

2.	If the answer to question #1 is “yes”, then I would ask the City Manager to briefly outline a proposed set of guidelines that would assist City Council.

3.	If the answer to question #1 is “no”, then I would ask the City Manager to suggest some alternatives to assist City Council in order to be kept current on a number of outstanding issues.”�Corporate Svcs.
