“The public meeting on the proposed Dunvegan ASP amendment held on January 13, 1999 at Wellington Junior High School generated considerable discussion on safety related issues for the Grain Terminal Access Road.   Resident safety concerns arise from issues relating to traffic operations, roadway maintenance, roadway design, the mix of traffic and the relationship between traffic and adjacent land uses.  The entrance to this road at 128 Avenue and St. Albert Trail has several attributes that contribute to safety concerns:


1.	A very sharp turn to the south from the intersection.


2.	High traffic volumes at peak hours.


3.	A mix of large tri-axle grain trucks with pups, construction trade vehicles and residential traffic.


4.	The roadway blends into the Nelson Lumber parking lot.


It is my understanding that the community is very keen to see some positive changes to the roadway before a significant accident occurs.  Apparently, several minor accidents and near accidents have already been witnessed/ experienced.


What can be done to address safety concerns raised by the residents of Wellington, Athlone and Dunvegan Park on the Grain Terminal Access Road by Nelson Lumber at 128 Avenue and St. Albert Trail?

"This inquiry relates to policy 1.1.12 in Plan Edmonton, which states that the City will "place a high priority on the effective and efficient use of land.”


It seems to me that any improvements we make in this direction could pay significant dividends, as we make better use of the City's investments on infrastructure.  Hence, I am wondering what measures the City can take to improve its performance in this regard.


For example, I see we have a policy that allows the City to ask for an additional five percent of Municipal Reserve Land when subdivisions exceed 30 dwellings per acre.  It seems to me this practice discourages high density developments and works against our policy of promoting the efficient use of land.  Should this municipal reserve option be abandoned?


Similarly, there are many vacant parcels of land in the developed part of the City.  What could we do to encourage the development of these sites?  Could we hike the taxes on the properties?


Are there unused road allowances that can be brought on stream, like the location now being used for the north central ambulance station?  Can utility corridors serve a double purpose, for transmission lines and as dry ponds or storm water lakes?


With these examples in mind, I would appreciate a report brought to Council's Executive Committee that outlines any steps we might take to improve the City's performance relative to the efficient and effective use of land."�
