 (9)	that all buildings shall be constructed such that the main floor slab is constructed at grade commensurate with the abutting apron and/or taxiway subject to normal requirements for drainage.


(10)	that all buildings shall be constructed such that a minimum 20m clear span is provided in at least one part of the building.


 (11)	that all buildings shall be constructed such that a minimum height of 6m is maintained from the floor slab to the underside of the roof support system.


(12)	that all buildings shall be constructed with an orientation perpendicular to the adjacent taxiway.


(13)	no permanent structures shall be constructed between the airside building limit line as defined by Transport Canada and the adjacent taxiway.


(14)	the Development Officer may vary the minimum height and clear span requirements in sections 10 and 11 if the principal use of the building is for storage and repair of a single aircraft.
