In light of this I think there is an opportunity to review the system we are currently using with a view to possibly improving what we have in place for both Council members and, most importantly, the general public.  I would, therefore, like the administration to provide Council with the following information:


Do other Alberta City Councils conduct their business use Standing Committees with delegated authority?


Can we use Committee of the Whole rather than, or in conjunction with, Standing Committees, and if so, what would be the impact of such a process?


If we were to continue with the Standing Committee structure, what process could be used to allow any non-Committee Councillor to attend the meeting, make motions, and vote?


What process could be implemented should Council wish to review what authority and work has been delegated to Standing Committees?


What process could be established to ensure that the general public has access to bring issues forward, that are not already on an agenda, to a Standing Committee? 


How can the general public be heard by all Council members rather than just Committee members when an issue coming before a Standing Committee will be continuing on to Council for debate and resolution.
