The footings and foundations for the two residential buildings have been installed to grade and to the satisfaction of the Development Officer, acting reasonably;


The requirement contained in paragraph (iii) above shall be deemed to be met for the first residential building when all piles, grade beams, foundation walls, access ramps and all other elements of the parking garage in the basement of the first residential building have been installed to ground level; and


The requirement contained in paragraph (iii) above shall be deemed to be met for the second residential building when all piles and grade beams outlining the footprint of the said second residential building have been installed and the deep servicing connections (sewer & water) sized for a residential building containing at least 150 dwelling units have also been installed.
