2.	Does the Department feel that transit employees are sufficiently protected from acts of violence?  I would request that the Department consult with the Transit Union in responding to questions 1 and 2.


3.	In responding to questions 1 and 2, I would ask the Department to consider the following:  are there any safety or security equipment which is needed but is not currently funded?
