My additional questions are, as follows:

1)	If some portion of the airport land is rezoned, could this re-open the lease between the City and ERAA?  For example, could the City seek a different rental rate for the property?

2)	I understand that one or more of the existing leases with airport tenants contain clauses that require the lands to be zoned for airport uses only.  In fact, I am told one such lease, with Hamilton Aviation, stipulates that the landlord will purchase the company's improvements if the airport land is rezoned.  Is this true and if so, has the City or ERAA given any thought to that?

I would appreciate a response to this inquiry, and my previous one, to be back in time for the June 17, 1996 hearing on ERAA's application to rezone some of the airport lands for the stock car race."�City Manager
