“My inquiry is for the Transportation Department.


High capital costs and declining provincial grants have stalled the LRT for four years, with no end in sight.


In Curitiba, Brazil, an innovative system has been developed, combining the high efficiencies of LRT with the lower capital costs of established bus technologies.  This system was recently profiled in Scientific American.


My questions are:


Could this system be integrated with LRT to extend the system from the University to Southgate?


What would be the cost be?


How much of this cost could be recovered when the system was upgraded to full LRT?


What would the answers be if trolley technology was used?


How much of the future right-of-way for LRT from the University to Southgate has already been acquired?


How much could be saved if at-grade crossing were used, for example, at Belgravia Drive and 51 Avenue?"�
