Doug Burrows served as Chief Commissioner from 1976 to 1983.  As the City's top non-elected official, he managed the City through a period of tremendous growth and in responding to that growth, he kept one eye on the future needs of the City which resulted in the development that continues today.

For thirty years, Lyle Roper was an active member of Edmonton's business community.  In 1983, he stepped out of retirement to serve the people of Edmonton as a member of City Council.  He was known as one of the City's greatest boosters.  He was respected by all for his honesty and integrity.

A one-minute silence was observed in memory of Douglas Burrows and Lyle Roper.
