In addition, winter shovelling is difficult or impossible, notwithstanding our propensity to ticket for inadequate snow removal infractions.

Secondly, I am wondering why the City gave the purchaser a number of months to finalize the sale?


Thirdly, I'm wondering why our Planning Department has recommended redistricting the lands from residential to commercial, when apparently members of the Department's Land Management Branch opposed such a move.


Furthermore, if the Planning Department believes that the lands are appropriately districted for commercial development, why did the City not undertake this initiative in order to realize a much greater return on the sale of the property?


Finally, I am wondering if the City in any way assured other property owners in the area that these lands would remain residential, and if so, does that put the City in a precarious legal position?


I would appreciate a response to these questions at a date no later than the time at which Bylaw No. 11348 is presented to City Council for third reading." �
