He was a generous land donor to the City of Edmonton giving 37 acres for Whitemud and Fox Drive, which is named in his honour.

Dudley Menzies, a City Commissioner, had a vision for transit and the Dudley Menzies L.R.T. Bridge was named in his honour.

“This inquiry is in response to some information published in the September issue of the city's Economic Monthly Review.  In this document there is a table which shows that public administration jobs in Edmonton plummeted from 43,300 to 27,200 between July 1994 and July 1995, a drop of 16,100 jobs.  The table also shows significant reductions in many other Alberta communities.

However, the surprising figure is that posted by the City of Calgary, where public administration jobs increased by 2,700 during this time period.  To a lesser extent, Lethbridge also managed to post an increase of 700 public sector jobs.
