A.	That the following be added at the end of Section 6.4.1, Schedule “C", the consultant's report which forms part of the Fraser Neighbourhood Area Structure Plan:


	“As soon as any stage of development uses the existing 153 Avenue for access, 18 Street must be re-aligned and 153 Avenue extended east on its new alignment to the realigned 18 Street, in addition to any required upgrading to the existing 153 Avenue between the realigned 18 Street and the neighbourhood access point.  All costs associated with relocating 153 Avenue or 18 Street shall be borne by the developer.


	The lots adjacent to the existing 153 Avenue east of 18 Street shall not be developed until the new 153 Avenue, along the northern boundary of the neighbourhood, is constructed to permanent arterial standards, with all necessary connections to the east of the Fraser neighbourhood so as to remove all through traffic from the neighbourhood.  This extension of 153 Avenue east of 18 Street is essential to permit the full development of the neighbourhood.  The costs are to be borne by the developer, unless this section of 153 Avenue is constructed as a city-at-large requirement prior to the completion of the Fraser neighbourhood.


B.	That the Applicant's proposal be amended, as follows:


I	Amend Schedule “C: of Bylaw No. 11044, the consultant's report, which forms part of the Fraser Neighbourhood Area Structure Plan, by deleting the third sentence of the fourth paragraph in Section 6.2.3 that reads, as follows:


	“Access to the park will be via a walkway from the bulb of the residential cul-d-sac adjacent to the park."


	and by replacing the third sentence of the fourth paragraph in Section 6.2.3 with the following:


	“Access to the river valley will be via a small park located between the local roadway and the river valley, just east of the easterly viewpoint park.  This small park will also provide direct physical access and visual access to the top-of-the-bank walkway and the river valley."


II.	Amend Schedule “C" of Bylaw No. 11044, the consultant's report, which forms part of the Fraser Neighbourhood Area Structure Plan, by adding at the end of Section 6.4.1 the following:


	“Public access to the top-of-the-bank walkway will be via connecting walkways as shown in Figure 6 “Development Concept".  A public parking area, forming part of the public roadway system, will be located to provide convenient access to users of the top-of-the-bank walkway and viewpoint parks.  In addition, on-street parking along street frontage which does not service residential lots will serve the same purpose.


D1.	That Schedule “C" of Bylaw No. 11044, the consultant's report which forms part of the Fraser Neighbourhood Area Structure Plan be amended by revising Figures 5 and 7 through 11 to correspond with Figure 6, as amended.


D2.	That the map entitled “Amendment to Fraser Neighbourhood Area Structure Plan, as amended" forming Schedule “A" to Bylaw No. 11044, be substituted with the revised Figure 6 as directed by City Council.

	“As soon as any stage of development uses the existing 153 Avenue for access, 18 Street must be re-aligned and 153 Avenue extended east on its new alignment to the realigned 18 Street, in addition to any required upgrading to the existing 153 Avenue between the realigned 18 Street and the neighbourhood access point.  All costs associated with relocating 153 Avenue or 18 Street shall be borne by the developer.


	The lots adjacent to the existing 153 Avenue east of 18 Street shall not be developed until the new 153 Avenue, along the northern boundary of the neighbourhood, is constructed to permanent arterial standards, with all necessary connections to the east of the Fraser neighbourhood so as to remove all through traffic from the neighbourhood.  This extension of 153 Avenue east of 18 Street is essential to permit the full development of the neighbourhood.  The costs are to be borne by the developer, unless this section of 153 Avenue is constructed as a city-at-large requirement prior to the completion of the Fraser neighbourhood.

	“As soon as any stage of development uses the existing 153 Avenue for access, 18 Street must be re-aligned and 153 Avenue extended east on its new alignment to the realigned 18 Street, in addition to any required upgrading to the existing 153 Avenue between the realigned 18 Street and the neighbourhood access point.  All costs associated with relocating 153 Avenue or 18 Street shall be borne by the developer.


	The lots adjacent to the existing 153 Avenue east of 18 Street shall not be developed until the new 153 Avenue, along the northern boundary of the neighbourhood, is constructed to permanent arterial standards, with all necessary connections to the east of the Fraser neighbourhood so as to remove all through traffic from the neighbourhood.  This extension of 153 Avenue east of 18 Street is essential to permit the full development of the neighbourhood.  The costs are to be borne by the developer, unless this section of 153 Avenue is constructed as a city-at-large requirement prior to the completion of the Fraser neighbourhood.


C.	That the Administration's proposal be amended by replacing Figure 6 “Development Concept" of Schedule “C" in Bylaw No. 11044, the consultant's report which forms part of the Fraser Neighbourhood Area Structure Plan with a revised Figure 6 “Development Concept" that illustrates a top-of-the-bank roadway (Attachment 3).
