1. It has been suggested by S. Clements of the Edmonton Regional Airports Authority that the City Centre Airport requires $18 Million in upgrading.  Can we get a breakdown of the upgrading required?

2. Are any grants available from the Federal Government for such items as runway repairs?

3. Under the lease ERAA signed with the City, is not ERAA responsible for properly maintaining the City Centre Airport?

4. Has ERAA set aside, in current and past budgets, any funds for normal maintenance and upgrading of the City Centre Airport?  How much has been spent in the past three years for this purpose?

5. From ERAA’s annual reports, it would appear that the City Centre Airport has a current operating surplus.  Why could this surplus not be used to fund any necessary upgrading?

6. Does the lease with ERAA allow for them to turn back the City Centre Airport to the City?  If so, does it require ERAA to return it in the same condition as when ERAA began managing it?

7. If the passenger cap was moved to 19 for scheduled airline service, would this additional traffic not provide an estimated $200,000 in passenger seat fees to assist in the so-called airport upgrades?

8. What has ERAA done since taking over the City Centre Airport to promote new business and economic development there?  Is this not one of ERAA’s mandates?

9. How many industries, such as SPAR Aerospace, currently operate at the City Centre Airport and how many people are currently employed?  Are there any plans in the works for further expansion?

10. Has ERAA delayed or turned down new business in the form of two airplane hangers that would give an economic boost to the City of approximately $4-6 Million in construction contracts, annual revenue to ERAA of up to $80,000 a year, plus business taxes to the City and employment opportunities?

11. How many unscheduled aircraft are currently flying into the City Centre Airport with more than 19 passengers?  Does this include planes operating on behalf of King Air and Syncrude?

12. What is ERAA’s current financial status?  Is ERAA operating at a deficit?  Is ERAA the only airport authority in Canada losing money?”
