Much has been said about business returning to a normal level after a waiting period.  Prior to making that decision I would like the following information:

1. Is there information available that would quantify if the business revenue will return to its pre-smoking bylaw levels, and if so, what is the time frame?

2. Have any of these jurisdictions reduced taxes, either business or commercial, to help minimize the loss in revenue?

3. When it comes to volunteer groups operating a “not for profit” facility (ie. bingo or casino) has the jurisdiction passing the bylaw reimbursed the non-profit group for the loss in revenue?

4. In the case of either the business or the not for profit has there been any litigation for loss of revenue?  If so, at what result?

5. In jurisdictions that have banned smoking from restaurants, lounges, bars, bingos and casinos, have any reversed or changed their position?  Which ones?  In what time frame?

2. As well I would like the Law Branch to provide information regarding the effect on a municipal bylaw if legislation governing the same area is passed by a higher regulatory authority, including those mentioned above.

3. What recommendations does Administration have regarding actions the City can take to encourage these other regulatory authorities, in particular WCB, Public Health, and the Medical Officer of Health, to enact regulations regarding Occupational Health and Safety and Public Health?

4. As a new smoking bylaw will require advertising and public education what costs are being estimated for providing this information to the public?  Have Capital Health and WCB been approached to contribute to the costs?  What suggestions does Administration have to encourage these other authorities to provide funding?

5. Could Administration provide an estimate of what, if any, increased bylaw enforcement costs will be incurred to enforce a new smoking bylaw especial in areas outside bars on Whyte Avenue and West Edmonton Mall.

6. Also, could Administration provide the following information:

a) What public votes (referendums or plebiscites) have been initiated by City Council in the last 25 years?

b) What is the process for Council to place a question on the ballot for the next  General Municipal Election related to the proposed Smoking Bylaw?

c) What would be the cost of placing a question regarding the proposed Smoking Bylaw on the ballot for the next General Municipal Election versus a vote at an earlier date?
