That Hugh Bolton be and is hereby re-appointed a Director and as Chair of the Board of Directors of EPCOR Utilities Inc. to hold office for a term to expire at the close of the second annual meeting of the Shareholder of the Corporation following the 2003 annual meeting of the Shareholder of the Corporation or until his successor is appointed.

The foregoing resolution is hereby signed by the sole Shareholder of the Corporation in accordance with the Business Corporation Act (Alberta) this 29th day of January 2003.
