PURPOSE

The purpose of this Bylaw is to repeal and replace the current Smoking Bylaw 6177.

1. Subject to the provisions of this Section, the proprietor of a place where smoking is otherwise prohibited by this bylaw may permit smoking in an area of that place being used as a bar.

2. If smoking is permitted pursuant to this section the proprietor shall ensure that:

a) smoke does not enter any place where smoking is prohibited;

b) signage is clearly and prominently posted at each entrance to a bar indicating that smoking is permitted inside; and

c) no person under 18 years of age is allowed to enter, or remain in, a bar.

3. This Section is in effect only until June 30, 2005.
